HONORS AND RECOGNITION

APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved, seconded by Councilwoman Anderson to approve the Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
CONSENT AGENDA

Councilwoman Schab moved, seconded by Councilman Harris to approve the Consent Agenda as presented:

Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Planning Commission Chairman, Kit Hawver reported to Council that the Planning Commission met on Monday, March 5, 2007.  Commissioners have completed the review of changes and recommendations for the Zoning Ordinance.  Commissioners have asked to take an extra look at the RV standards and Cell Tower standards that are now affecting cities.  Council should see the results of the Commissioners hard work next month.  
Lt. Winters addressed the Council.  Lt. Winters brought a year worth of data on calls that were addressed here in the Town of Naches.  The Sheriff’s office is now logging all of their information on-line so that they can have a more accurate picture of the time spent here.  Since keeping track of the minutes spent it has resulted in some days spending more time in the community and some days less time.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger announced that the SAFTE-LU money from WSDOT has been released and is ready for our use.  Adm. Ranger is asking Council Members to approve the bid process before its time to ensure the Town is able to go out for Bid in a timely manner.  The project is already two months past the initial anticipated start date and costs of fuel and other materials are on the rise.  
Councilwoman Schab moved, seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to authorize Adm. Ranger to go out for bid when all of the appropriate paperwork is received from WSDOT for the Naches Depot and Trail Project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Lions Lease Agreement
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Lions Club had signed off on their lease agreement in December of 2004.  The Town of Naches has issued a check in the amount of $5,000 to help relocate their storage facility.  This check is in the vouchers for approval tonight.  
Mr. Paul Kauzlirich of 6930 S. Naches Road, also a Lions Club member addressed the Council.  Mr. Kauzlirich discussed the fact that the Depot property was donated to the Town of Naches with the understanding that the storage facility would be replaced with something of equal size.  The club members are asking the Town to consider contributing more dollars to the new storage facility as something of equal size would cost approximately $17,000.  The club members were also under the impression that there would be grant money to replace the building.  Another possibility the Lions Club members would like the Town to consider is building a storage facility at the Sewer Treatment Plant.  The Club members have never seen the so-called lease agreement. 

Adm. Ranger presented Council with a copy of the signed and recorded lease agreement.    Councilman Harris suggested we postpone the matter and not make any decisions until Council and Staff has more time to look into the entire situation.  

Mayor Wolfe expressed his concern with the timeliness of the Club’s request.  The Lions Club has known for a little over two years that they would have to vacate the building.  Now that the time has come to move out, they are at a loss of space.  The money has been set aside in the Town Budget for sometime now.  At this point the amount cannot be increased without some sort of plan in place from the Lions Club Members themselves.

Naches Comp Plan Review

Adm. Ranger informed Council that a rough draft of the zoning ordinance was in front of them, but still another draft is in the making.  A final draft should be submitted to Council in April.  

Proposed Fireworks Show at Cleman’s View Park

Mr. Randy Juette of 971 Selah Naches Road has had numerous contacts with Councilman Carney and Adm. Ranger regarding the proposed fireworks show at Cleman’s View Park.  Mr. Juette is very interested in putting on a Fireworks display and many different festivities for the entire family to enjoy.  The Chamber is willing to get as many business’s involved as possible and lots of other community support.  Adm. Ranger believes this would be a great way to get families and youth involved in their community.  
Councilwoman Schab moved, seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to approve half of the entire balance for the fireworks show, in the amount of $2,500.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Haun/Cleman Annexation

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Haun/Cleman Annexation has now been recorded and returned to the Town from Yakima County.  It is officially part of the Town of Naches.  Clerk Gomez is now in the process of notifying the appropriate outside agencies.  

Allan Road Engineering Study

Adm. Ranger informed Council that other agencies are willing to get involved with this study.  In order to eliviate some of the big dollars being spent by one agency, there needs to be more than one player.  It will end up benefiting all of the agencies if a big business ends up relocating to our area.  This is also something new business will take a look at if things have been done for them and it’s all ready to go, then it makes building or relocating a lot less difficult.  

NEW BUSINESS
Agreement for use of Right-of-Way
Adm. Ranger informed Council that with the new housing development coming along and people moving in, it has caused us to draft a Right-of-Way agreement for Council to look over.  New homeowners want to start constructing fences and some of them would like to extend their fencing right up next to the sidewalks so that weed growth does not take over the area and they can better maintain the area.   Attorney Watkins has drafted the Right-of-Way Agreement and would like Council to really take a look at it and call with questions if necessary.  Attorney Watkins has designed the agreement to hold the city harmless and to place costs on the property owner if their was ever a need to have the fence removed.  
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mrs. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third St addressed the Council.  Mrs. Kime wanted clarification on how much Council had agreed to spend on the Cleman’s View Fireworks show.  Mrs. Kime was also concerned if adequate parking for a community wide event such as this would be available at this facility.  Mrs. Kime also informed Council that the Lions Club has done a lot for this community, such as paying for restrooms that needed to be fixed at the Intermediate School.  If the Town of Naches is able to pay for a Fireworks shows and web pages, it should be able to help pay for adequate storage for the Lions Club.  

Ms. Julie Birge of 10220 Old Naches Highway Apt. A was in need of clarification on the Naches Depot and Trail Bid Process.  Ms. Birge was under the impression that this project had already been put out to bid and the monies were already in place.  Adm. Ranger informed Ms. Birge the funds are in place for this project, but you do not go out to bid until all of the appropriate paperwork is in place.    

Ms. Birge also inquired on the Allan Road Engineering Study.  She was curious to know if the study would allow a light at the Highway so that children could cross the highway safely.  

Ms. Birge then proceeded to ask Lt. Winter if when the Sheriff’s Office was called out to Naches, if that call was over and above the time that they would normally spend out in our area or if that was considered part of our contract time.  Lt. Winter informed Ms. Birge that those calls were considered part of our contracted time.  

Mrs. Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St informed Council that the Pool would be open for Business this year.  Their had been a large benefactor that came forward to save the pool from being closed.  Mrs. Hawver contacted some of the bigger groups who had been interested in renting the park for their gatherings.  Mrs. Hawver is also aware of the excessive vandalism that is going on in the park, but did not realize that some of the lights were out.  The lights have now been replaced and hopefully the vandalism will subside.  

Mr. John Miles of 304 McDowell addressed the Council.  Mr. Miles does agree that the fireworks in our area have been a little excessive and thinks the gathering at the park is a good idea.  Mr. Miles would also like Council to consider the Lions Club’s proposal of building a storage facility next to the sewer treatment plant.  If Council would like any of the Lions Club members to come to a meeting or meet with any of them to discuss the situation, they would be more than happy to do so.  

Lt. Winter asked Council to think about their Fourth of July Enforcement needs.  If they are planning this get together at the park, is their going to be enough enforcement available?  

Ms. Julie Birge is also concerned if the Fireworks show is going on at the Cleman’s View Park, who will be in town watching the homesteads?   
Adjournment 

There being no further business coming before council, Councilwoman Lloyd motioned to adjourn, followed by a second from Councilman Carney.  The motion carried unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 7:56 p.m.
