Mayor -Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  
HONORS AND RECOGNITION

Mayor Eric Wolfe thanked the administrative staff and the Public Works crew for doing a great job.

APPROVE AGENDA

Councilman Harris moved, seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to approve the Agenda as presented with the addition of item 9a the assumption of the liquor license for Many’s Chinook Center.  Motion carried unanimously.
CONSENT AGENDA

Councilman Harris moved, seconded by Councilman Carney to approve the Consent Agenda as presented with the addition of Item e-approve Claim Warrants #10896-10897 in the total amount of $3,291.03:

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Planning Commission Chair, Kit Hawver reported to Council that they had their regular planning commission meeting on Monday, May 7, 2007.  An open public hearing was held for the Yakima Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. proposed H2A housing project.  Several citizens did voice some concerns regarding a decline in property values, crime, theft, schools and traffic.  The planning commission decided to move forward with the recommendation to Council, with conditions.  The planning commission also will review the housing project on a yearly review with citizen comment so that everyone feels that they have a say.  Chairman Hawver also informed Council that a letter was received from Mr. John Thompson and they took it as advice with no action at this time until legal counsel is conferred.  
Mr. Larry Decker of the YMCA asked Council members if it would be possible for the YMCA to hold their annual swim meet at Apple Wood Park.  YMCA staff has already received approval from the Park Board.  The reason for coming to Council is they would like to allow camping in the park and maybe even allowing one way traffic on specific roads.  The YMCA will provide porta potties and additional garbage cans.  Gretta Alderson also with the YMCA said that their organization would like to make this a permanent location for this annual event, and that it has a very high possibility of growing to more than 1500 people coming to our community.  The YMCA carries their own insurance and is talking with the Sheriff’s office and Fire Departments to let them know of the event so that they can be prepared.  The YMCA is also talking to the High School and Post Office and Allan Bros. to offer additional parking spaces.  The date of the event is June 30, 2007-July 1, 2007.  

Councilwoman Schab made a motion to approve the YMCA to hold their swim meet at Apple Wood Park from June 30, 2007-July 1, 2007, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Lt. Winter informed Council that the sheriff’s office has identified a significant increase in incidents that are being reported since this time last year.  Lt. Winter feels there is no particular cause for concern at this time.  Lt. Winter is also working with Mr. Brownlo of the Naches School district to come up with a pre-planning process in case of an emergency.     
Public Hearing
Councilwoman Schab made a motion to set the 6-Yr. TIP Public Hearing for June 11, 2007 at 7:00 PM with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Councilwoman Schab made a motion to set the Naches Comp Plan Update Public Hearing for June 11, 2007 at 7:00 PM with a second from Councilman Carney.  The motion passed unanimously.
Mayor Wolfe opened the Public Hearing for the Yakima Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. H2A housing project at 7:25 PM. Attorney Mike Shinn stated for the record that he represents Allan Brothers on other matters, but has not seen this project or worked on this application.  Mr. Bill Hordan of 410 N. 2nd St Yakima Wa addressed the Council.  On May 7, 2007 an application was obtained from Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Brothers to provide two 48X36 manufactured homes for guest worker housing.  The location of the manufactured homes would be just south of the orchard and the two housing units would house 10 guest workers in each unit.  The location is just out on the cusp of our Town limits, therefore they cannot hook-up to City Water & Sewer due to it not being available in this particular area as of yet.  Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. have a group “A” water system which the manufactured homes will be hooked up to.  The owners will also be providing septic service for both homes.  

There were no written comments received as part of the conditional use permit open period, there were concerned citizens who voiced their concern at the open public hearing held on May 7, 2007 during the Naches Planning Commissions Regular scheduled meeting.  Staff has decided on seven conditions in order for the conditional use permit to be granted to Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. 

1. A detailed site plan must be submitted to the Town of Naches.
2. Permits must be purchased through the Town of Naches.

3. The premises must have available potable water.

4. The premises must have an approved source of septic.

5. The premises must only be occupied from August 1-October 31 of every year.

6. A draft sewer and water covenant will be drawn up, and property owners will connect to Town sewer and water.  If the Town chooses to go with an LID to pay for these expenses then the property owners will then agree to the LID.

7. An annual review of the conditional use permit will take place at the Planning Commissions meeting in May of every year.  This annual review will allow for public comment, questions and concerns.  
Mr. Tom Allan of 761 Sunny slope, Yakima, WA spoke on behalf of Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Bros.  Mr. Allan informed Council and audience members that he would like to lead by example and the manufactured homes will be seen and not heard.  The reason for the guest housing is that it is very hard to find anyone to do the labor intensive harvesting.  The guest workers will be placed on a contract that they must fulfill in order to receive their full pay and expenses reimbursed for traveling to our Country.  Mr. Allan informed Council that the selection process is very thorough and the Mexican Consulate is in charge of the background checks on the individuals who have applied for the positions.  Each potential applicant must have no prior record in Mexico or in the United States in order to qualify for employment.  Each applicant that is selected for the position must provide their own travel money and will be reimbursed these expenses if they complete their contract.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Bid openings will occur on Thursday, May 17, 2007 at 2:00 PM at Town Hall for the Naches Depot and Trail Project.  Adm. Ranger is hoping there will be a bid awarded at the continuation of the Council Meeting scheduled for Monday, May 21, 2007 at 7:00 PM.  

Naches Comp Plan Review

CTED has our updated Naches Comp Plan and is in their review and comment period.  We are hoping to have their input and be able to adopt the Comp Plan at the June meeting.  We are hoping to join with Yakima County on their finished Critical Areas Ordinance, but there has been several hold ups on this particular project.  Adm. Ranger is going to contact CTED along with many other small communities to inform CTED of the delay the County has encountered on the Critical Areas Ordinance. 
Proposed Fireworks Show at Cleman’s View Park

Councilman Carney is scheduled to meet with EFI Fireworks and the Pyrotechnicians to work on final details for the July 3rd Fireworks Celebration.  Mr. Carney has also met with the Cleman’s View Park Board Members and they have a great group of people lined up to run the different activities for the day long celebration.  
NEW BUSINESS
Liquor License Renewals/Assumptions
The Council members discussed the Liquor License Renewals for Walkabout Creek Saloon and Thompson’s Farm Market and did not object to this renewal.  Council also discussed the assumption of Many’s Chinook Center and had to objection.  
Conditional Use Permit for Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. 
Councilwoman Anderson made a motion to approve the conditional use permit for Guest Worker Housing for Apple Valley Orchards and Allan Bros. with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion passed unanimously.  

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mrs. Kit Hawver informed Council that if you make purchases from Schwan’s Sales, the swim team is having a fund raiser through this organization and a special code is available to people who would like to donate to the swim team.  Mrs. Hawver also mentioned a spaghetti feed at the Naches Middle School with proceeds benefiting the Apple Wood Park.  There is also a raffle being organized for this event.
Mr. John Kemple of 740 Allan Rd in Naches thanked the Planning Commission, Town Council and Mr. Tom Allan for doing such a great job at explaining the Guest Worker housing program and addressing all of the concerns that the concerned citizens had.  Times are very different than what they used to be, and Mr. Kemple was unaware it was so hard to find laborers.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Mayor Wolfe announced that Council would be adjourning to an executive session for approximately 15 minutes in order to discuss legal issues.  The meeting was adjourned for executive session at 8:01 PM.  Mayor Wolfe announced that the executive session ended at 8:20 PM and no action will be taken on the legal issue at this time.

There being no further business coming before council, Councilwoman Lloyd motioned to continue the meeting for possible bid awards for the Naches Depot and Trail Project, followed by a second from Councilwoman Anderson.
