UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger again informed Council that the bids for the Depot Project had come in at about $220,000 over the original projected budget for the project.  Adm. Ranger has cut about $165,000 from the project using the current bid.  Adm. Ranger would like to meet with engineers and determine the project budget; there may be possibility the Town has to have a little more cash out of several reserve funds in order to complete the project.  This will be determined once bids have been received.
Signed Agreement for Huibregtse Louman to conduct Allan Rd. Study
Adm. Ranger informed Council that Attorney Watkins is looking over the contract with Huibregtse Louman to conduct the Allan Road Study.  This is a standard contract that Adm. Ranger is requesting Council to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign once he has been given approval from YVCOG for their contribution to the project.  Adm. Ranger is attending their MPO/RTPO Executive Committee meeting on Monday, July 16, 2007 to answer any questions or concerns the MPO/RTPO Board may have.  

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve the Mayor to sign the agreement with HLA to conduct the Allan Road Study when it was available, with a second from Councilman Harris.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Fireworks Show at Cleman’s View Park

Councilman Carney informed Council that the Fireworks show was very successful and they received many compliments on having the fireworks display on the 3rd instead of the 4th.  Everyone who attended was very interested in having the same type of show next year.
