TOWN OF NACHES COUNCIL MINUTES

August 13, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Mayor -Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  
HONORS AND RECOGNITION

Mr. Rick Frye with the Department of Ecology addressed the Council.  Mr. Frye was honored to present Mr. Mike Davis, Public Works Foreman and his dedicated team with the 2006 outstanding performance award.  Mr. Frye informed Council that there are probably only a handful of treatment plants that have received this award three times in a row, such as our plant has.  Council should be very proud of the care and dedication that the Public Works has toward their responsibility at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Mayor Wolfe also thanked Mike and the crew for the excellent work that they are doing at the plant and around town.  
APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Schab moved, seconded by Councilman Carney to approve the Agenda without the executive session.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilwoman Anderson moved, seconded by Councilwoman Schab to approve the Consent Agenda as presented:

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
There was no Planning Commission meeting held for the month of August, therefore no report was presented to Council.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the bids for the Depot Project were opened Wednesday, August 8, 2007 at 10:00 AM.  There were two bidders, Mountain States Construction of Sunnyside, WA, and Stephens and Sons Construction out of Yakima.  Council will be asked to award the bid to the lowest bidder tonight.  
Enhancement Application
Adm. Ranger informed Council that there are more federal dollars that may be available for the Depot project so the two alternate items that were removed from the original project will be placed on the enhancement application which is due on August 24, 2007.    

NPDES Permit
Mr. Rick Frye of the Department of Ecology alluded to a meeting with engineers; this meeting will discuss the idea of discharging at the main stem of the Naches River instead of the reprise.  The Town has been granted a year’s extension.  The Town would like to settle this when the repaving is being done on Hwy 12 in 2009.  
Web-Site Design
Adm. Ranger informed Council that web-site design has been placed on hold due to the demand of the current projects.  
Water Comp-Plan Update
Adm. Ranger informed Council that we now have a draft of the Water Comp Plan.  After the Department of Health has looked over the plan during their comment period we will then go out to public review.  Completing this Water Comp Plan will enable the Town of Naches to receive and be eligible for numerous grants, as a small town this is how we survive.  
NEW BUSINESS
Award Naches Depot & Trail Project

Sealed Bids were received at Naches Town Hall, on Wednesday, August 8, 2007 at 10:00 AM.  The apparent low bidder was Stephens & Son’s out of Yakima.  Councilwoman Anderson made a motion to award the Naches Depot and Trail project to the apparent low bidder, Stephens & Son’s Construction out of Yakima, WA with a second from Councilman Carney.  The motion carried unanimously.  
1885 Bar & Grill at Van’s -Liquor License
The Council members discussed the Liquor License Renewal for the 1885 Bar & Grill at Van’s and did not object to this renewal.
Walkabout Creek Saloon-Gambling License

The Council members discussed the Gambling License Renewal for Walkabout Creek Saloon and did not object to this renewal.  

Request to be placed on Council/Planning Agenda Form

In order to give Council/Planning members enough information on issues being brought to them by individuals a form was created requesting pertinent information regarding the issue at hand.  Along with information, copies of the materials that will be shown to Council/Planning members are also needed seven days in advance in order to meet the packet deadline.

Evan’s Short Plat

Adm. Ranger informed Council that he was the SEPA responsible official for the review and if there were any appeals Council would have to address those issues.  This information is basically for Council’s knowledge at this time.  Mayor Wolfe thought that the application process was pretty extensive with lots of different questions being asked and many different subjects to be addressed.  

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES
Resolution 2007-6

Councilman Harris moved to approve Resolution 2007-6, a resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the use of a written form to be submitted to the Town Council/Planning Members to add people to the Town Council/Planning meeting agenda, with a second from Councilwoman Schab.  Motion passed unanimously.  
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Mr. Ted Schmelzer of 112 Cherry Lane informed Council and the audience members that he had been in attendance at several meetings throughout the town lately.  These meetings have been greatly attended.  The first meeting involved the Neighborhood Block Watch; all in all we have a very safe town.  The second meeting was not so great.  The Town basically has no problems, but a few teenagers were upset with several adults and the media had a hay day with the situation.  It would be nice for the media to place positive spins on the news, but we all know good news does not sell.  Mr. Schmelzer just urged Council and the Audience members to keep positive and remember there are lots of good things happening in this community and he is in hopes that that will not change.  

Ms. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third asked if there was a time limit on when information would need to be received for the new form that Council had just opted to use.  

Ms. Julie Birge of 10220 Old Naches Hwy asked what NPDES stood for.  Ms. Berge also offered her services for help on the Web-site.  Ms. Berge also asked where the Evan’s Short Plat was taking place at.
