Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.  

Staff Report

Naches Depot and Trail

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Depot Project is not on time, as there have been changes in weather and changes in the actual project.  The Town has received an additional $135,000 in enhancement funds from the Washington State Department of Transportation.  These additional funds will be used to fund the pedestrian bridge, add additional parking and some hardware that had all been eliminated in the original bid process.  Adm. Ranger does not see the project complete in its entirety until May of 2008.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that he has sent in a grant application for legislative funding for the Depot Project Phase II.  This phase includes a pedestrian trail from the depot to Allan Road, which will eventually connect to the Yakima Greenway.  Representative Charles Ross is sponsoring this application.  
Allan Rd. Interchange

Adm. Ranger informed Council that they are now in the design phase for the Allan Rd Interchange study.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that this was in collaboration with YVCOG, WSDOT and Yakima County.  After the study has been completed the new annexed area will be eligible for federal and state funding.  It will also be more attractive to developers.  

2008 Budget
Clerk Luke informed Council that when entering the 2007 Budget Amendment that Council approved at their last meeting it changed some of the beginning fund balances.  Clerk Luke also let Council know that the current expense budget has increased $80,646 from last years overall current expense budget, but she wanted to remind Council that the Town’s assessed value has also increased over $7.7 million, thus meaning more revenue for the Town.  The budget as a whole has decreased over last year’s budget in the amount of $454,880 this reduction is mostly due to the elimination of construction costs.     
Website
Adm. Ranger informed Council that Clerk Luke is now helping with the website and it is moving right along.
