Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.  
Staff Report

Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger informed Council that bid opening for the Depot Project took place on Wednesday, August 8, 2007 at 10:00 AM.  Two bids were received and the apparent low bidder was Stephens & Sons Construction out of Yakima.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that the project had been scaled back in order to compete in the bid process and to complete the project.  Adm. Ranger has been in contact with Mr. Drew Miller of Yakima Valley Conference of Governments who informed Adm. Ranger that there are additional enhancement monies available.  The applications for these monies must be received by August 24, 2007.  Adm. Ranger plans to apply for this money in hopes to get the items that were omitted from the Depot Project reinstated so that the original plans can be completed.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Depot Project will cost the town between $80,000 and $90,000 to complete.  Adm. Ranger is figuring high rather than low.          
Allan Interchange
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Allan interchange study will begin Monday, August 20, 2007.  The traffic count will be completed by Mid-December.

NPDES Permit
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town’s NPDES permit, which is issued every five years allows for discharge into the Naches River.  The Town’s engineer’s found some of ecology’s numbers were inaccurate.  The Department of Ecology was requiring the Town to do studies which relate to the side channel.  Adm. Ranger and the Town Engineer’s have offered Ecology to move the discharge from the side channel to the main channel of the river.  This would allow the studies and testing standards to be moved favorable to the Town.  Department of Transportation is planning a resurface project for US Hwy. 12 in 2009 and at that time the town will look into putting a 12” sleeve under the Hwy. to avoid additional construction costs. 
Web-Site Design

Adm. Ranger informed Council that he had a few things done on the web-site design, but he is still working on text to hand over to the designer.  

Abatement Issues

Abatement Issues are still proceeding, an update will be given at the next Council meeting in September.

Public Works

Adm. Ranger informed Council that Public Works has been busy painting crosswalks and parking spaces.  An irrigation leak has been discovered, Public Works is in the process of narrowing it down.  It has seemed to subside.  The windows at the treatment plant have been replaced and they are now in the process of replacing the garage doors.  These replacements were all in the 2007 budget.
