ADDITIONS TO AGENDA

Councilwoman Carrell moved seconded by Councilman Harris to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Harris moved, seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING(S)

Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve to set the 2009 Budget Hearings for Monday, November 10, 2008 at 7:00 PM and Monday, December 08, 2008 also at 7:00 PM, motion seconded by Councilman Carney.  Motion passed unanimously.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
Adm. Ranger asked Council to consider the bid from Granite Northwest for the rail removal in order to proceed with the Depot & Trail Project Phase II.  The bid is to remove and stockpile existing rail and ties, removal of two rail crossings and to remove organic material and apply soil sterilant.  This all came about because Yakima County Officials had to reject all of the bids for the rail removal for this trail project.  Adm. Ranger has been in contact with State Representative Ross and the Attorney General’s Office in order to work around the County’s set-back.  Yakima County has agreed to reimburse the Town of Naches for the stockpiled rail and ties when they actually award the second go around in the bid-process.  The Town of Naches would have to pay out of pocket the bid amount of $41,032.50 and would then be reimbursed by Yakima County once the stockpile is picked up and salvaged.  Councilwoman Carrell asked Adm. Ranger what would happen if Yakima County did not reimburse the Town.  Adm. Ranger assured Council that Yakima County will reimburse the Town, as he has been assured by County Officials.  Adm. Ranger expects to be reimbursed within 60-90 days of project completion.  Councilman Carney moved to approve the contract with Granite Northwest to remove and stockpile the existing rail and ties, and remove 2 rail crossing sections, and to also remove organic material and apply soil sterilant, with a second by Councilman Harris.  Motion passed unanimously.    
Adm. Ranger reported to Council that the excise release had been received from the Department of Revenue and that we were now able to release retainage.  The Town received their refund from Stephens and Sons Construction on October 7, 2008 in the amount of $16,315.60 for the sales tax.   
Adm. Ranger is going to make sure that a sleeve is placed under the highway when Yakima County is re-paving next spring for our effluent into the Naches River. 

Adm. Ranger re-iterated what Mr. Adam Ranger had presented to Council during the study session.  Councilwoman Lloyd approved to set aside $8,000 from the street construction fund in order to fund the signage project that Mr. Adam Ranger presented to Council.  Councilwoman Carrell seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  

SELECTION OF NEW COUNCILMEMBER
Councilwoman Gayle Lloyd excused herself from the table and the discussions of the new Council Members as one of the candidates being interview was her daughter.  The remaining Council members then began to ask a series of questions to both applicants, Ms. Tammy Lloyd and Mr. Wayne Hawver.  After the question and answer session Council members, Carrell, Carney and Harris excused themselves along with Attorney Watkins to discuss in an Executive Session the vacant Council seat.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:32 PM.  After discussion behind closed doors, Council re-convened at 7:42 PM.  Councilman Carney made a motion to accept Mr. Wayne Hawver as the new Councilman for the Town of Naches, with a second from Councilman Harris.  The motion passed unanimously.  Councilwoman Lloyd returned to the table and Mayor Wolfe proceeded to swear in the newest Councilmember of the Town of Naches, Mr. Wayne Hawver.   
NEW BUSINESS

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Councilman Carney moved to approve Resolution 2008-20 to release retainage in the amount of $35,051.18 for the completion of the Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase I, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion passed unanimously.  
EXECUTIVE SESSION
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Mr. Dennis Carrell of 306 Tieton Avenue addressed the Council.  Mr. Carrell would like Council to review their Ordinance in regards to Livestock, poultry and rabbits within the Town of Naches.  Mr. Carrell has had a recent run-in with a neighbor and the situation has been pretty nasty.  He urges Council to take a look at the ordinance.  According to Attorney Watkins, the Ordinance has not been reviewed since it became law back in 1921.  

Mr. Ted Schmelzer of 112 Cherry Lane asked Council to review their ordinance on junk yards.  Mr. Schmelzer has a pet peeve against the house right across the street from the post office and all of the junked cars parked in their front law.  Mr. Schmelzer would like to see Council clean the place up starting with people’s front yards.

Council Members asked a few questions in regards to several of the FYI items that had been placed on the agenda, with staff answering their concerns or questions.
