March 10, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Mayor Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  

APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved seconded by Councilman Harris to approve the Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA

Councilwoman Carrell moved, seconded by Councilwoman Schab to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Lt. Winter from the Yakima County Sheriff's Office informed Council that he forwarded the current report for February and that there were 20 incidents that had been reported.  This is a more normal month for the Town of Naches.    

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Depot Project Pedestrian Bridge should be arriving within a couple of weeks and will be placed as soon as possible.  If the Change order is approved, the Town will then begin work on the parking lot within a couple of weeks.  

Water Comp Plan-Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Department of Ecology is ready to approve the Town’s Water System Plan if Council so chooses to accept it.

Allan Rd Study-Adm. Ranger informed Council that they did have maps in front of them that showed several different aspects for Allan Road.  The Town currently has a couple of short plat applications that are going to have to address ingress and egress.  Huibregtse Louman is about 90 days out before having anything solid.  Adm. Ranger would also like to apply for SIED money to extend water and sewer lines to this area.  

NEW BUSINESS

Adm. Ranger asked Council if they had anymore questions on Change Order #10 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $92,615.97.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that this did not include the $9,000 from the Department of Revenue that the Town was trying to get back.  Councilwoman Carrell asked if this was part of the original project.  Adm. Ranger did confirm this.  We had to omit this because the project took so long to bid and the construction costs were more than anticipated.  The Town has received additional enhancement grants for this portion of the project.  

Land Use Rate Changes-Adm. Ranger informed Council this rate change will reflect Mr. Bill Hordan's rate changes for the upcoming year.  Adm. Ranger has asked Mr. Hordan to notify the Town in late August or early September of his plans on any rate changes so that we can account for them in the budget process.  This will basically only affect people who ask for land use applications.  

Garbage and Yard Waste-Adm. Ranger informed Council that this had been gone over in the Council Study Session and that if the Council Members or anyone from the Audience had any questions, he would gladly answer any questions.  There being no further questions, Mayor Wolfe moved on to the next item of business.  
Critical Areas and Shoreline-Councilman Harris asked if we were making any decisions.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that there would be no decisions at this time.  He would have to get back with Council after meeting with Planner Hordan and going over some of the goals and policies. 

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Resolution 2008-8

Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve Resolution 2008-8 allowing the Mayor to sign change order #10 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $92,615.97.  Councilman Carney seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2008-9 adopting the official Water System Plan for the Town of Naches, Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2008-10 amending the land use fee schedule, Councilman Harris seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Adjournment 

There being no further business coming before council, Councilwoman Lloyd motioned to adjourn the meeting, followed by a second from Councilwoman Schab.  The motion carried unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 7:16 p.m.
