EXTENDED AGENDA

Resolution 2008-19, authorizing the Mayor to sign the agreement with Granite Northwest in the amount of #313,010.70 for the construction of the Naches Depot and Trail Phase II was first on the agenda.
Administrator Ranger reported that the bid opening today has four bidders.  The low bidder was Granite Northwest.  Council had some questions and after a brief discussion Councilman Harris made the motion to accept the bid.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Carney.  The motion carried unanimously.

Presentation of Senior Project, (Mr. Adam Ranger) proposed public signing with in the Town limits.  Adam Ranger made a presentation about construction signage for Public Information within the Town Limits.  These would include parks, post office, schools and other public facilities.  Mr. Ranger spoke about his mentors Allan Opfer and Sherri Brockway of Davis Opfer and Raab.  Mr. Ranger stated that they did the architectural work on the Depot and the Trail.  Designs were coordinated to match the current Depot project.  Mr. Ranger gave examples of the types of signage through illustrations. 
Mr. Ranger asked the Council if they would be willing to pay for the material for the project.  He stated there would be no costs for his work, which included labor, architecture and engineering.

Councilwoman asked the Administrator if there were funds available for this project.  The Administrator said there is some money available in the street fund, but asked Council to refrain from motion to fund until the complete design and locations are finalized.  Councilwoman Lloyd, Harris and Carney concurred this is a worthwhile senior project.

Mayor Wolfe asked Mr. Ranger to provide further design and to comeback to the Council.

The issue about a letter sent to the Mayor and Council was discussed.  Attorney Watkins advised the Mayor and Council on how to handle these mailings.  She asked them to bring all inquiries regarding Town business to the Clerk to be dated and filed.  Attorney Watkins discussed e-mail and other details.
Administrator Ranger provided a letter from Ed Barry (WSDOT), about the signage issue with Mr. Thompson.  The letter confirmed the Town’s position on his agricultural signage.

Councilman Harris made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion carried at 7:0
