Administrator Ranger asked the Planning Commission if they had any objection to handling Planned Development by starting with planned residential development and addressing the business district at a later time.  It was stated the intent to distinguish residential and business as separate was to allow planner Hordan to construct a draft that was more representative of the Planning Commission and the community needs.  
Administrator asked Chairman Hawver and the entire Planning Commission to address specific issues to be included by the planner.  During discussion the Planning Commission requested the following be included in the first draft.
· Application requirements
· Multi-generational housing

· Senior housing

· Parking and street requirements

· Asethics

· Common Areas

· Open space/compensation

· Sidewalks

· Gated Communities

· Condominiums 

· Shared wall 

· Zero lot line allowances

· Density Bonus

· Zoning for locations of PRD

· Minimum Area Requirements (Infilling)

· Dimensional Standards

After discussion of these issues by all of the Planning Commission it was decided all of the issues would be included in the first draft and inclusion or exclusion would be decided in future meetings. 

Administrator Ranger told he would forward these ideas to Planner Hordan and hope to start addressing each individual issue starting in December.
Chairman Hawver informed the rest of the Planning Commission that she attended a Planning Class sponsored by the City of Mabton and the Yakima Valley Conference of Governments.  She commented that it addressed land use, meetings and appearance of fairness.  Chairman Hawver also stated that the Town of Naches was ahead of the curve of most of the attendees.
