Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.

Staff Report

Naches Depot and Trail

Councilman Harris asked why Change Order #9 was not in the original bid, it only seems like common sense that the door would need to be weatherized.  Adm. Ranger explained that on Federal Bids such as this project, if it is not listed in black and white on the bid specs, then it just doesn’t get done.    

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the town would be installing a drainage system for the gutters at the depot.  This would be done later on down the road and was not included in the bid because of the cost.  

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the weather was now turning so he was in hopes that the painting could be done in about 20-25 days at the depot project.  

Councilman Harris asked if there was any movement in the iron work or removal of the railroad beginning.  Adm. Ranger informed Councilman Harris and the rest of the Council Members that Yakima County was expected to come back in mid March and should start the removal/salvage process. 

Adm. Ranger will be meeting with engineers later this week in regards to the Allan Rd. study pre-design.  

The Town should be conducting a census in late March or early April so that we are in compliance with the State to reflect our current population numbers.

All of the equipment has been ordered for the high-speed wireless connection with Yakima County and we have received our first shipment today.  The town should have all of the equipment by next week and will then contact Knobel Electric to install.  We are probably about 3-4 weeks out before we are actually up and running.
Adm. Ranger and Clerk Luke have been diligently working on the web-site and we should be up and running in about 6-8 weeks.

The Planning Commission had no quorum, so was unable to hold its monthly meeting on Monday, February 4, 2008.

Adm. Ranger informed council he has been working with the chamber on a grant to help man the depot.  Adm. Ranger doesn’t feel it will fit, but has agreed to help write the grant.  

Huibregtse Louman will be conducting bids for the mechanical and coating for the old clarifier.  

Public Works has been at conferences for the majority of last week.  They will soon begin clean up of all of the brush and construction junk and haul it over to Caton’s landfill.  

Adm. Ranger will be talking with Council in a couple of months in regards to some sort of storage containers for yard waste.  Mayor Wolfe also stated that he had received a complaint about the plastic garbage bags that people were using flying around and getting caught up in irrigation lines.  
Councilwoman Carrell asked Adm. Ranger to clarify the grant he was working on.  Adm. Ranger wanted to reassure Council that this was a grant being applied for by the Chamber and it was for the man hours at the depot.  The town will maintain the building, but the man hours have always been up to the chamber.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that the majority of this grant was being done on his own personal time.    

Review Vouchers

Council reviewed the February vouchers presented for approval.

Review Treasurer’s Monthly Report

Council reviewed the December year end Treasurer’s report and January’s Treasurer’s report.

A couple members of the audience showed up a little late, so Mayor Wolfe asked if they had any questions or concerns to address during the study session.  At last months meeting Council discussed addressing more of the communities concerns during the study session rather than during the Council Meeting.  The Council Meeting will still allow public comment, but it is basically comments or suggestions and Council can chose to address them at a later date if they would like.  Mayor Wolfe explained Change Order #9 for the Depot Project.
