The meeting was called to order at 6:35 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.

Review the Addition to Agenda

Council discussed the possibility of adding a couple of resolutions to the agenda.  The first Resolution would be 2008-15 authorizing the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Yakima County regarding the Naches Branch line from Allan Road to the Depot.  Council did not have the actual final draft of the contract in front of them, but were assured by Attorney Watkins that very little would be changing.  The County would be changing mile post numbers and inserting the Town of Naches name into the contract.  Council felt comfortable with the draft contract and as long as those were the only changes made by the County, Council felt comfortable about adding the resolution to the agenda for approval.

Clerk Luke informed Council that she received a fax from Huibregtse Louman and Associates late Friday morning after Council packets had been copied and distributed.  The fax was the final pay estimate for Stephens & Sons and the acceptance of the Depot project as complete.  Council discussed proposing Resolution 2008-16 accepting the Depot project as complete and authorizing payment of the final minus the retainage, which is not due until 60 days after the project has been declared completed.  Clerk Luke informed Council that payment would be made to Stephens & Sons on or about the 25th of July when power, and phone bills are paid.  

Councilwoman Carrell asked if the format that the Country Rock used in their proposed Dart Tournament be used in all applications to the Town for any type of function being brought fourth to Council.  Councilwoman Carrell thought the format that was used showed that the business owner really did his homework and thought of questions council would ask and placed them on his form.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that a form could be resurrected, but that the Town needed to be cautious as to how much information is given, because if something is left out then the parties involved would try and turn the entire fault on the Town of Naches.  Mayor Wolfe informed Councilwoman Carrell that he would discuss a form with Adm. Ranger upon his return.  

Planner Hordan approached Council and asked if he had been placed on the agenda.  Mr. Hordan had the Shoreline Master Program updated and the changes made for Council.  Mayor Wolfe informed Planner Hordan that he had presented the findings at the last Council meeting and that Council had approved them at that time with the Corrections that Planner Hordan was planning on taking care of.  Planner Hordan informed Council that the changes had been made and that he would give clerk Luke the only hard copy and a disk to go along with the program.
