	Unfinished Business
	

	Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that all of the paperwork is now in and the Council is set to release retainage tonight to Granite Northwest and we can now begin to close out this project.      

	
	

	ARRA Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that they were set to declare this project as complete and hold off on releasing the retainage bond until the appropriate paperwork is returned to us by Employment Security and the Department of Revenue which should take about 60 days.      

	
	

	Animal Ordinance Discussion
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he would rather continue this discussion when Attorney Watkins returned next month.  There was also some new information that Attorney Shinn would be sharing with her on the new animal ordinance that Zillah just passed.    

	
	

	Bicycle/Skateboard Ordinance Discussion
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we would have to amend this Ordinance that was passed last month due to some confusion on the street location.  It was meant for skateboards/bicycles to be prohibited from Naches Avenue to Moxee Avenue and not down to Sinclair Avenue.  This would include the North Side of the Street in front of Town Hall.    


	Clarifier Project Ordinance Discussion
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have received all paperwork to release retainage on the Clarifier Project.  

	
	

	Amend 6 yr. TIP
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that all street projects had to be on the TIP and that in order to begin the process of choosing our engineers and design of the actual project we must amend the 6 Yr. TIP.  

	
	

	Transfer of Misc Const. Funds 
	Clerk Luke informed Council that the Naches Depot and Trail Project was complete and that the monies that are currently left in the fund are monies that were transferred back in 2007 as part of the Town’s match and for a few extra expenses that needed to be purchased.  It is now time to transfer those funds back into their original funds.  Councilman Carney moved to approve Clerk Luke to transfer $3,707.57 back into Current Expense, $7,415.15 back into Street Construction and $13,594.43 into the Capital Improvements fund, with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-11 
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Resolution 2009-11 allowing the Town Clerk to release the retainage on the Naches Depot and Trail Project to Granite Northwest Inc. in the amount of $13,565.48, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-12
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Resolution 2009-12 allowing the Town Clerk to release the retainage on the Clarifier Mechanism Project to TTC Construction LLC, in the amount of $1,526.30, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-13
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to approve Resolution 2009-13 authorizing the Mayor to accept the 2nd and 3rd Street Resurfacing Improvements as complete and allow for 100% payment, less the retainage bond to the contractor, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-14
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Resolution 2009-14 amending the Town of Naches’ Six year Transportation Improvement Program, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Mrs. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third St asked Council what should be done about the removal of dog waste in public areas.  She has no dogs and is getting tired of cleaning up after other dogs in the neighborhood.
