	The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor, Eric Wolfe.  Mayor Wolfe led us in the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  Mayor Wolfe acknowledged Mr. John Kusky of J & N Cable Systems and informed him that this month Council would take in the information and ask any questions they may have and then next month act on the decision.  Mayor Wolfe thanked Councilman Harris for his seven years of service to the Town of Naches from April 2002 until December of 2009.  Councilman Harris also informed the staff and audience members that he was on Council in the 1960’s for about 2 years.  Mayor Wolfe again thanked Charles and Peggy for allowing him to serve.  Councilman Harris was giving a gift certificate to legends casino buffet for his years of service to the Town of Naches.  

Mayor Wolfe also presented Administrator Ranger with the 2009 Outstanding Service Award for serving on the MPO/RTPO Technical Advisory Committee for the ARRA process on selecting and prioritizing projects.  This award was giving by the Yakima Valley Conference of Governments.

	Reports and Announcements
	Chairman Hawver explained to the Council that the Planning Commission met on Monday, December 7, 2009 and elected a new Chairman for a period of 90 days the temporary Chairman is Earl Fisk.  The Planning Commissioners also had a chance to meet with the newest member of the group Mr. Will Guyton and they were able to get to know him a little better.  The Planning Commission was looking at storage/refrigeration units as to where they could and could not be located within the town.  They will be drafting an ordinance after they have addressed a few issues.  
Mayor Wolfe thanked Kit Hawver for her years of service on the Planning Commission.  

Lt. Winters presented Council with copies of his monthly report.  Lt. Winters informed Council that there was no new information to report.  There were some codes that were gone over so that Council had a better understanding of what they were reading in the report.  Councilwoman Carrell asked if the people who were going around stealing vehicles had been caught.  Lt. Winters reported that they had four individuals in custody.  He also wanted to remind people that most of those vehicles were stolen right out of driveways while warming up, so he wanted people to be more aware of this so that they would take more precautions.  Councilwoman Lloyd asked what the trespassing call at the Depot was.  Lt. Winters said it was a call they received, but it ended up being nothing of importance.

	Transfer of Cable Franchise from Almega Cable to J&N Cable
	Mr. John Kusky of J&N Cable who resides at 614 S. Columbus in Goldendale, Wa asked Council if they had any questions for him.  Mayor Wolfe noted the many years of experience Mr. Kusky had and asked if there would be any changes in the cable that was provided to the citizens of Naches.  Mr. Kusky informed Mayor Wolfe and Council that he was forseeing many changes in the near future, such as changing from analog to digital, adding HD and SD and providing VOIP phone service (similar to vonage) and also adding Internet Service.  Adm. Ranger asked when these changes would occur.  Mr. Kusky is optipistic these changes will occur within 1 year.  Mayor Wolfe thanked Mr. Kusky for being available for questions at tonights meeting.  Council will take the testimony into consideration and will be acting on this at the next Council Meeting on January 11, 2010.

	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to authorize Mayor Wolfe to sign the Supporting Investments in Economic Diversification “SIED” grant 2009 contract for funding of Water and Sewer system improvements, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Ordinance 653 Amending the 2009 Operating Budget

	Proposed Ordinance 654 adopting the 2010 budget

	Proposed Ordinance 655 Water Rates for 2010
	Councilman Harris made a motion to amend Chapter 13.04.300 A through C of the Naches Municipal Code pertaining to Water service rates, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Ordinance 656 Sewer Rates for 2010
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion relating to user charges for sewer service, amending section 13.08.110 of the Naches Municipal Code, with a second by Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.
