NEW BUSINESS
2008 Small Cities Specialist
Adm. Ranger informed Council that Small Cities Specialist, Toni Nelson has requested the Annual Report Review take place on April 28, 2009 instead of March 5, 2009.  Clerk-Luke is asking Council to change the date Town Hall is closed to the public.  Councilman Carney made the motion and was seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to close Town Hall on Tuesday, April 28, 2009.  The vote was unanimous.
Naches Lions Club
Rachel Toney from the Naches Lions Club came before the Council and asked that a permit to sell fireworks within the Town of Naches be granted to the Naches Sunshine Lions Group.  Ms. Toney asked that the Council let them sell back at the Slims parking lot venue, as last year their sales were hurt immensely.  From July 1, 2008 through July 3, 2008 they had no sales whatsoever.  They ended up sending ¼ of their supply back to the vendor.  Lots of money was lost and their ability to help others was significantly impacted.  Councilman Carney asked if they thought that their sales were significantly impacted because of the fact that fireworks were illegal within the town limits of Naches, except at the Cleman’s View Sport’s Complex.  Lt. Winters from the Sheriff’s Office also wanted to continue their partnership with the group and wanted to make sure that when fireworks were sold to people that they were made aware that it was illegal to set them off in Town and in the Forrest.  
Councilman Carney moved to approve the sale of fireworks by the Sunshine Lions Club at Cleman’s View Sports Complex for the period of July 1, 2009 through July 4, 2009, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Councilwomen Lloyd and Carrell had dissenting votes.  Mayor Wolfe then broke the tie vote with voting in favor of the Naches Sunshine Lions Club to sell fireworks at the Cleman’s View Sport’s Complex.
