APPROVE AGENDA

Councilman Harris moved seconded by Councilman Hawver to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Councilwoman Lloyd moved, seconded by Councilwoman Carrell to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman Hawver informed the Council that the planning commission held its first meeting since November on Monday, March 2, 2009.  The commissioners discussed Planned Unit Developments.  Some changes were made to the draft so Council should see the final next month.  There is a vacancy on the planning commission.  Commissioner Sloan and his wife will be having a baby girl next month and he feels he needs to dedicate his time to his growing family.  Commissioner Sloan has agreed to stay thru the planned development discussions.  

Councilwoman Carrell asked Chairman Hawver why she asked about shipping containers in the meeting minutes.  Chairman Hawver informed Councilwoman Carrell that the park is in need of extra storage at this time and someone suggested shipping containers.  Adm. Ranger is researching this subject more in depth.  Chairman Hawver does not think the shipping containers are very eye appealing.  

Lt. Winters handed out to Council several comparisons over the last couple of years.  Lt. Winters finds no real cause for concern over the trends.  The Sheriff’s Office will start an emphasis on the School Zones.  

Adm. Ranger wanted to inform Council and the Sheriff’s Office that the computer for the Sheriff’s Sub-Station Office had been purchased and should be here shortly.  The Depot building is also in the process of being wired for the wireless county internet.

T.T.C. has again begun construction on the refurbishing of the old clarifier.
NEW BUSINESS
AARA Stimulus Funding
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town of Naches was awarded $320,000 in federal stimulus dollars.  The projects should begin by late spring early summer.
MPO/RTPO
Adm. Ranger informed Council that he had applied for STP funding and will make a presentation on Thursday, March 12, 2009 in order to try and obtain funding for the Naches Ave/Third St. project.    
Agreement with Yakima County
Adm. Ranger informed Council that this was just a procedure in order to receive the federal dollars we must work with a certified acceptance agency, which is Yakima County.  We did this same thing with the Depot project as well.  Councilman Hawver moved to approve the Mayor to sign an agreement for the certification acceptance of services with Yakima County, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  The Motion passed.      
Agreement with Yakima Clean Air Authority

Adm. Ranger informed Council that Yakima Clean Air Authority had recently sent us the new updated information on the sale of burn permits and was also in need of an agreement signed this year.  The cost of the Burn permit had risen to $43.00.  The Town of Naches then tacks on another $2.00 for their processing fees which brings a residential burn permit to $45.00.  Councilman Hawver did not see where the Town of Naches received any benefit from selling the residential burn permits; it was now more of a detriment.  Councilwoman Carrell thought it was a lot of extra work to have to research if someone is able to burn or not when we are spending more time than we are receiving money.  Councilman Hawver made a motion to discontinue the sale of the Clean Air Authority residential burn permit, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Councilwoman Carrell was in agreement with the other two council members, while Councilman Harris abstained and Councilman Carney cast a dissenting vote.  The motion passed. 

Amendment of 6 year tip

Adm. Ranger informed Council that in order to obtain the new federal monies the Town of Naches must go through a formal amendment process.  Clerk Luke will advertise the public hearing for our next meeting on Monday, April 13, 2009.  Adm. Ranger is checking with engineers if we amend the TIP now will we have to go back out in July.  

Council was given the amended animal ordinance and asked to take a look at it and bring it back with any comments, concerns or questions to the next meeting.  Councilman Harris asked if this ordinance would protect Gene Harris and her rabbit farm.  Adm. Ranger informed Councilman Harris and the rest of the Council that as long as Ms. Harris did not discontinue her use, she would be fine and this ordinance would not affect her.      
RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Councilman Hawver made the motion for the Town of Naches to discontinue using warrants and converting to checks, with a second by Councilman Carney.  The motion passed.
EXECUTIVE SESSION
OTHER BUSINESS

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St informed Council that the Park District had purchased new playground equipment in the amount of $25,000.  They are preparing the ground and leveling things so they can begin construction on Thursday, April 23, 2009.  There will be a ribbon cutting ceremony and dedication of the area that is being referred to in honor of the late Janet Anderson as the Janet Anderson Dream Park.  

Councilwoman Lloyd asked if anything more had come about with the owners of the Naches Chinook Center.  Adm. Ranger has heard nothing from the engineers about any plans being submitted to them for their final review and approval.  

Councilwoman Carrell asked if Adm. Ranger was still in discussions with new business owners interested in the Naches area.  Adm. Ranger is still in discussions and will not be able to divulge any further information until he has a for sure answer that the business will be relocating to our area.

Councilwoman Lloyd made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:33 PM.  Councilman Harris seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
