ADDITIONS TO AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved to add Mr. Larry Decker onto the agenda under New Business in regards to the YMCA Annual Swim Meet, Councilman Hawver seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING(S)

   Adm. Ranger explained to Council and the Audience that every July the Town updates the list of street projects that is sends to the state just in case funding becomes available.  The Town has now received this new federal ARRA money and we are required to have the exact language in our TIP as what is in our stimulus package.

Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
Councilman Hawver asked that the Skateboard, Trail and Animal Ordinances be furnished to the Council before the next Council meeting so that Council may review them.  Councilman Hawver also made a motion to hold the Study Session for the May 11, 2009 meeting at 6:00 p.m. instead of the usual time of 6:30 p.m. so that they are able to discuss any concerns or issues before they pass the ordinances at the regular Council Meeting.  Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Larry Decker for YMCA Swim Meet
Mr. Larry Decker of 10950 Old Naches Highway addressed the Council.  Mr. Decker informed Council that the YMCA will hold their annual Swim Meet invitational the last weekend in June which is June 26-28th.  Mr. Decker is asking Council’s permission to camp in the park for the weekend.  There is about 200 swimmers expected to participate and they are trying to keep the costs down by allowing camping in the park and up at the high school in order for families to be able to participate.  As far as parking issues, their have been no issues in the past, but all the residents in the neighborhood will be notified of the event.  With no further questions or discussion Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to allow overnight camping in Applewood Park for the weekend of June 26-28, 2009, with a second from Councilman Harris.  The motion passed with Councilman Hawver abstaining from the vote as he is a Park Board Member.  
ARRA Agreements
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Project Prospectus, Local Agency Agreement and the Consultant Agreement for the 2nd and 3rd St resurfacing project is all part of the Stimulus Package and all apart of federal regulations.

Mayor Pro-Tem
Councilwoman Lloyd moved to nominate Councilman Carney for Mayor Pro-Tem for the next 6 months, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.   
RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution 2009-02 amending the 6 yr. TIP, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve Resolution 2009-03 authorizing the Mayor to Sign the Local Agency Agreement, Local Agency Federal Aid Project Prospectus and the Local Agency Standard Consultant Agreement for the 2nd and 3rd Street Resurfacing Project, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Harris moved to approve Ordinance 647 adding chapter 12, section 16: Naches Trail, of the Naches Municipal Code, pertaining to regulation of the use of the Naches Trail, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.
