	Presentations/Approved Additions to Agenda
	Mayor Wolfe introduced Mr. James Hagerty, Prosecuting Attorney for Yakima County.  Mr. Hagerty thanked the Council for having him.  Mr. Hagerty came to address the Council in regards to the 3/10th of percent monies.  Mr. Hagerty believes that there is confusion about that renewal.  This is not a new tax, just a renewal on the old.  When this was first passed back in 2005 the renewal was based on the contingency that the taxpayers know what the money was spent on.  The sunset provision that was written up in this proposed renewed tax will make us accountable to the taxpayers so that they know what their tax dollars are being spent on.  In the prosecutor’s office alone it has done wonders.  There was a back log of 1300 cases as of the end of July there were 899.  The prosecutor’s office has been very aggressive and has been able to try more cases and offer more plea bargains.  The prosecutor’s office averages about four trials per week.  To date their have been 180 trials, two years ago there were 90 trials for the year.  As you can see this tax has made a huge improvement in this department alone.  The renewal of this 3/10th of a percent tax is absolutely necessary.  If this tax were not renewed the prosecutor’s office would lay off about 19 people.  At this point the prosecutor’s office is being very active in obtaining a number of grants to help support their office and lower the affect and impact that this tax would have on the office.  Prosecutor Hagerty is urging Council to inform it’s citizens of the great impact this tax has had on the community and the county as a whole.  Inform the community of all of the positive results it has produced.

	ARRA Construction Monies
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Construction will begin on the resurfacing projects of Second and Third Streets on August 17th and would last approximately twenty five business days.

	Adm. Ranger will be asking the other agencies involved in the Allan Rd Study funding if they would allow him to use the remainder of the funding for pre-design.    

	
	

	Cable Franchise Transfer
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now waiting on J&N Cable for paperwork that must be turned in before granting the cable franchise.  

	
	

	Skateboarding Ordinance
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this ordinance incorporated the Business and Industrial Districts.  Adm. Ranger thought that maybe Council should wait until after public comment on this issue and then redirect him on how they would like to proceed.
    

	Animal Ordinance
	Adm. Ranger suggested that they again wait for public comment and then decide how they would like for him to proceed.

	
	

	
	

	Water Valve Replacement Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the project was now complete.  During the replacement process there was great water loss that was found and they are hoping that the replacements will take care of a lot of that.  

	
	

	Clarifier Mechanism Replacement Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town is still waiting for the appropriate paperwork from the Department of Revenue.  

	
	

	Partial Funding for Naches Avenue
	Adm. Ranger reminded Council that STP funds were obtained for FFY 2010 to finish resurfacing Naches Avenue. 

	
	

	
	

	Application for PWTF Grant in the amount of $500,000
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he would like to apply for a Grant in order to take water and sewer out to the Allan Road Interchange on US Hwy 12.  Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Adm. Ranger applying for a PWTF Grant in the amount of $500,000 in order to extend Water/Sewer services out to the Allan Rd. interchange on US Hwy 12, with a second by Councilman Harris.  Motion passed unanimously.

	
	

	Application for SIED Loan in the amount of $500,000
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that it would cost over $1 million dollars to extend Water/Sewer lines out to the Allan Road Interchange so he would like to apply for a low interest bearing SIED loan from Yakima County in order to finish up the extension.  This loan would be at no cost to the Town, as it would be extended to the property owners involved.  Councilman Hawver made a motion to allow Adm. Ranger to apply for the SIED Loan to finish the extension of Water/Sewer to the Allan Rd interchange on US Hwy 12, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion passed unanimously.  

	
	

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-09
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to accept the Water Valve and Service Replacment Project as complete and allow for 100% payment to the contractor minus retainage, with a second by Councilman Carney.  Motion passed unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution 2009-10
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the engineering services agreement with Huibregtse, Louman  & Associates Inc., with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion passed unanimously.
