	Reports and Announcements
	Chairman Hawver informed Council that the Planning Commission met on Tuesday, September 8, 2009 and were given the same DVD’s that have been distributed to Council in regards to the Planned Unit Development.  Commissioner Hawver would like Council to know that there is also a hard copy of the DVD format available at Town Hall if you would like to view it in book form.  Mr. Ted Schmelzer also addressed the commissioners and gave them more information on the Planned Unit Developments.  Chairman Hawver also asked Council to approve Mr. Will Guyton to the Planning Commission; she feels he is just the right person for the job.  

	
	

	Sheriff’s Report
	Lt. Winters reported to Council that there was a small spike in calls this month, but it was no cause for concern.  The calls are roughly where they were about two years ago.  There were a total of 31 incidents in the month of August.  Clerk Luke asked Lt. Winters for the report early enough so that it can be placed in the Council packets as it was this time.  Lt. Winters informed Clerk Luke and the Council that the report is generated on the 10th of the month so that is why it is not always available for the Council until the day of the meeting or sometimes a few days later.  Lt. Winters also notified Council that traffic control is being done during school hours so that students are aware of the officer’s presence in Town.

	Presentations/Approved Additions to Agenda
	Pastor Barb Blanchard of 308 McDowell addressed the Council.  Pastor Barb would like to be able to use the Gazebo and the Street in front of the Nazarene Church for a band/choir and to serve hot chocolate and popcorn to people attending the Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.  This event will be co-sponsored by the Nazarene Church and the Naches Chamber of Commerce.    This event will take place either the last Saturday in November or the first Saturday in December.  Adm. Ranger informed Pastor Blanchard that she would have to come into Town Hall and fill out a public use of facility form. 	Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there is just paperwork that needs to be finished up so that the grant can be closed.

	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this had been covered in study session and if anyone had any questions, he would answer them.      

	
	

	SIED Loan. 
	Adm. Ranger will be bringing the contract between Jim Garner and Allan Bros. along with a Resolution to Council next month after the County has had time to prepare them.      

	
	

	Cable Franchise Transfer
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now waiting on J&N Cable for paperwork that must be turned in before granting the cable franchise.  

	
	

	Sousley Sound
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he feels this sound system would not be a good investment at this time.  We placed $2,500 in the budget for a sound system and the quote from Sousley Sound was just a bit too much at this time.  

	Planning Commission Recommendation
	Mr. Will Guyton introduced himself to Council.  Mr. Guyton is a Civil Engineer who currently works with Storm Water issues.  He has previously worked in residential and is very familiar with Ordinances and lots of the issues involved in local government.  Mr. Guyton resides at 111 Cherry Lane and has been a part of this community for a couple of years.  Mayor Wolfe commended Mr. Guyton for being involved in his community.  Councilman Carney believes that Mr. Guyton will be an outstanding addition to the Planning Commission.  Councilman Carney made a motion to accept the Planning Commissioners recommendation to appoint Mr. Guyton to the Naches Planning Commission, with a second by Councilman Harris.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	
	

	Animal Ordinance
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to table the animal ordinance until the next Council meeting when a new draft could be presented, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Bicycle/Skateboard Ordinance
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Ordinance 649 the Bicycle/Skateboard Ordinance just as it was, with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Attorney Watkins wanted Council to adopt the ordinance with the language changes including no use of bicycles/skateboards on the North Side of Second Street (the side Town Hall is on), and the ADA language.  
Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve Ordinance 649 and include the changes of not allowing bicycles/skateboards on the North Side of Second Street and the ADA required language, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Mrs. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third St asked Council to really consider the sound system.  Just really thinks it would be a good investment and hates to see them wait on this issue.  
Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St also wanted Council to continue to look into sound systems.  It is a very much needed item.  Mrs. Hawver remembers Council looking into it years ago and the price has gone up tremendously since then, maybe they should really look into it now.  
Mrs. Hawver is not apart of the Block Watch, but will reiterate their wishes.  Mrs. Hawver had attended one of their meetings and they want to place New Block watch sings within town limits and entrances into Town. 

Mrs. Hawver also informed Council that they have been having problems with people loitering in the park.  She has received numerous calls in regards to this matter and urges the people calling her to please call and place a report with the Sheriff’s office.  The non-emergency number is always answered and you can even call after the fact, just so they have a log of it.  Councilwoman Carrell asked when the park closed.  Mrs. Hawver informed her it was at dusk, but people were still entering the park after this time.  They really want to keep the kids out of there.  

Lt. Winters addressed Council and the audience members and thought the new block watch signs would be great, he sees no problem with that.  As far as the loitering goes, it will not stop until someone gets hit in the pocket book.  Lt. Winters encourages the calls to the Sheriff’s Office.  

Mrs. Kit Hawver also wanted to thank Administrator Ranger for all of the great things going on in town and wants him to know it is greatly appreciated.

Mrs. Nicole Brown wanted to thank Council for the shrinkage of the skateboard ordinance.  And also wanted them to be aware of the disorderly conduct that was going on.  Mrs. Brown wanted to know if the Traffic Trailer could be brought in for the speeders.  

Councilwoman Lloyd wanted to know why speed bumps could not be placed on Penney Ave.

Adm. Ranger informed Council and the audience members that the Engineers were looking into structure.
