	Review Consent Agenda Items

	Staff Report
	Adm. Ranger was unable to prepare a staff report as he has been busy with preparing for the ribbon cutting for the trail and the numerous roads and water projects starting to surface here in Town.  

	
	

	Water Valve Replacement
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we will be conducting a water valve replacement and new water lines across the road before the resurfacing project begins.  Adm. Ranger’s pet peeve is a brand new road with cracks from having to cut through because of water valve replacement after the fact.  Council will have to approve of this expenditure through a motion during the regular meeting in order to get this project off the ground.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that we do have some water valve issue that may be resolved with the STP funding that we have been approved for next year.  

	
	

	Well Problems
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have been experiencing problems with well #3, fortunately is was only an electrical issue and nothing more in depth, we were depending on well #1 and that is a scary thought as this will is currently under rehab.  The renovation for well #1 was a budgeted item so there is no need for a second approval from Council.  

	
	

	Vouchers
	Council Reviewed the Vouchers as presented.  Clerk Luke informed Council that Progress Estimate #4 was included in the Vouchers this month.  Caton Landfill was also included, as these were all expenditures for the Trail.  

	
	

	Review of the Annual Financial Report
	Clerk Luke also went over the annual report and some of the requirements in order to meet the SAS 112/115 auditor requirements.  Clerk Luke and Councilwoman Lloyd went over the annual financial report on the 2nd of June in order to meet those audit requirements.  Clerk Luke also contacted the Auditor’s Office and informed them that the Town is interested in getting back on the annual schedule.     

	
	

	Sheriff’s Report
	Mayor Wolfe informed Council and the audience that the Sheriff’s Office was running a little short staffed this evening and rather than someone coming out, he would deliver the report to us.  Mayor Wolfe informed Council that the calls were lower last month than the previous month and that the numbers are down from last year.    

	
	

	Sheriff’s Computer Room Update
	Mayor Wolfe also informed Council that the Sheriff’s Office now meets state standards on the security level of the room that the computer is housed in, here at Town Hall.  Mayor Wolfe has had more requests for keys to Town Hall, so that is a good sign meaning more usage to people who has never accessed our building before.  

	
	

	Complaint for the Sheriff’s Office
	Mrs. Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St addressed the Council.  Mrs. Hawver has had multiple complaints from citizens in regards to peeping Toms and stolen property.  Mrs. Hawver informed the complainants that in order for any of these issues to be resolved they must call and issue a complaint to the Sheriff’s Office.  Mrs. Hawver played with the lighting at the park yesterday and it hoping that those minor changes make a bit of a difference in the security of the park and as a deterrent to misbehavior.  Mrs. Hawver also was told that the Sheriff’s Office was at the park with their spotlight out.   

	
	

	Pool Opening
	Mrs. Hawver also wanted to let Council and audience members know that the pool opens Thursday, June 11, 2009.  

	
	

	Depot Wi-Fi
	Adm. Ranger also informed Council that the Depot was now wired up for Wi-Fi and the visitor center is now open 7 days per week.  Taylor Ranger will begin her Senior project and learn how to promote and get more business’s involved in the visitor center.  

	
	

	Greenway
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Greenway has had lots of support on getting the pathway done from Naches to Yakima.  Representative Ross and Senator King informed us that if we can get this project some funding, they would be interested in helping us complete it.  

	
	

	Ordinances & Resolutions
	Councilman Carney wanted to discuss issues pertaining to the Animal and skateboard Ordinance.  Adm.
