	Review Consent Agenda Items
	Council reviewed the consent agenda.  Clerk Luke informed Council that when processing Vouchers on Friday, she in advertently paid Shell gas card too much money, so she deleted all of the invoices on the Voucher and re-processed a corrected voucher with the correct amount.  Last month when paying the Shell invoice she paid more than what should have been paid thus creating a credit for this month’s payment.  Check numbers 13537, 13557, 13563 & 13564 were voided and check numbers 13566 and 13565 were reissued to Shell and Oak Creek Ace for an invoice that had been missed.  The Total amount for the Vouchers is actually $103,324.00.       

	
	

	Mayor Wolfe’s discussion regarding the County Wide Information System
	Mayor Wolfe passed around the information that he received from the last YVCOG meeting in regards to the County Wide Information System, as some Council Members had questions as to who would be running the system.  It looks like according to the information that was passed around amongst the Council that it would be ran by several committees.  Attorney Watkins did inform the Council that all Councils will have a say over the final budget every year, so they do have some sort of say on how the system is ran.    

	
	

	Staff Report:
	

	Allan Road

	Adm. Ranger informed Council he had not yet received the contract with WSDOT for the Allan Road Intersection, but expected it any day now.  This project was the money that the legislature had set aside and instead of making it available to the Town of Naches, they made WSDOT the lead on the project, so the Town of Naches is Contracting with WSDOT in order to keep in place the engineering that has already been done by HLA on this project and we don’t have to start over at square one.  The evaluation process for the additional STP funding is still in process, Adm. Ranger should know more tomorrow when he meets with the board to go over scoring of the projects.   
   

	
	

	STP Rural Application/Naches Avenue 2nd to 3rd & 3rd to Tieton
	Adm. Ranger is asking Council approve him to go out to bid for this project as we are ready to get started and the funds are available.           

	
	

	TIB Application
	Adm. Ranger will be submitting an application to TIB for the match on the STP project.  Adm. Ranger will inform Council as soon as he knows anymore information.              

	
	

	Water Valve Replacement on Naches Avenue
	The Public Works crew is still not complete with the Water Valve replacement on Naches Avenue and will receive some help from a contractor on the remainder of the project.  We hope to have the water valve replacement complete by the beginning of June.  

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
	Adm. Ranger is in the process of finalizing the plans with the engineers.  Adm. Ranger will be meeting with Pacific Core on Tuesday, May 18, 2010 to finalize construction plans.  Adm. Ranger is also working on an Agreement for the 2nd repayment for the SIED II Grant/Loan.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that a private entity has purchased the property from the Garners who had backed out of the SIED deal, so the Town would not be liable for the $100,000 repayment for the SIED loan, the private entity would be picking up that portion.  

	
	

	Census 2010
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Census takers had met last week at the Depot for training and they would now start coming door to door for those people who did not receive their forms.  

	
	

	Town Hall Improvements
	The Public Works Crew will soon begin working on painting and updating Town Hall and the Gazebo.  Shari Brockway has suggested small changes that will make some big impacts but that are not too costly.  

	
	

	
	

	Abatement Issues
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he is still working on some Abatement issues and trying to get them resolved.    

	
	

	Closure on May 4, 2010 for work on Annual Report with Toni Nelson, Auditor
	Clerk/Treasurer Luke informed Council that she had worked with Small Cities Specialist Mrs. Toni Nelson, on Tuesday, May 4, 2010.  Most of the Annual Report was completed, expect for the notes to the financial statements, which Clerk Luke will work on this week.  The report has to be submitted by May 30, 2010.  Mrs. Nelson has such a vast knowledge of the Annual report and of the Clerk/Treasurer position in general that I would hate to lose her help on a yearly basis.  Mrs. Nelson did inform me that the Auditor’s office has cut her position to ½ time starting July 1, 2010 and she will no longer be able to travel.  Mrs. Nelson is looking into other options at this time and may even be available to contract with us if need be.      

	
	

	Public Works
	Public Works has been busy with applying their first round of weed spray last week.  They have also begun their yard maintenance.    

Liquivision water reservoir will be here at the end of the month to clean out the reservoir.  This is done on a bi-annual basis.  We are in the process of securing an easement that leads up to the reservoir.  Adm. Ranger does not know why it wasn’t done at the time of construction, we have always had to hike up to the reservoir and at times the terrain hasn’t been very cooperative.  We plan on building a road and placing a gate at the end so that we are the only ones who can access it.    

Public Works Foreman, Davis is working with the engineers on the water efficiency report.  We have found about 7% of our water loss when we replaced the valves on 2nd and 3rd Street and rehabbed well #1, we are hoping to find more when finished with Naches.  We may not see much difference in the cost savings as power has raised, but we will see a difference in the numbers that this report generates.    

	
	

	Mayor Wolfe discussed Liquivision
	Mayor Wolfe informed Council Members who may not know the procedure that Liquivision actually dives into the reservoir to clean it out.  

Councilman Williams asked about the pofaw that Mabton had and asked if we were ahead of the game in the sewer situation.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have a telemetry system that notifies Jeff, Mike, and Paul when something is going awry, so they are very aware before something that catastrophic happens.  We also have an additional clarifier that we can dump into if we needed to do that.  

Councilman Carney informed Council that he had received the Fireworks Proposal last week.  At some point Council will have to look at upping the dollars for the show in order to maintain what they currently have, but since the recession, fireworks are a lot less this years, so the Town is fairing pretty well this year with a bigger show for the same amount of money.  The show will take place on the 3rd as it always has in the past.  The Upper Valley Little League is also hosting an All Star tournament for two weeks so there is hopes that turn out for the show will be great.

Mayor Wolfe announced he would not be available May 13th through the 24th.
