	Review Consent Agenda Items

	Staff Report:
	

	Naches Avenue
(STP & TIB/Granite Northwest)


	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Naches Avenue from the Construction stand point is complete, but close-out of the grant will take anywhere from 60-120 days. 

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
(SIED/Ken Leingang Excavating)
	 Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Road work is yet to be completed on this particular project.  The Lift Station structure is complete and the electrical and pumps are now being constructed.  The force main is also complete.  There was a DID #28 claim that was filed.  The supporting paperwork is in the council packets.  When any underground work is being done there is a 1-800 number that everyone is required to call.  If an underground utility is hit and there were no markings, that Utility is liable for the damage.  Mr. John Thompson was sent a letter as the Commissioner of the DID, as the Town of Naches should not have to pay for their non-compliance.      
    

	
	

	Allan Road Improvements 

(STP & TIB)
	Adm. Ranger announced that on Thursday, September 9, 2010 bid openings for this project were held at Naches Town Hall.  A total of 5 bids were received and the first 2 bids were disqualified because of the DBE failure.  The Construction contract recommendation by Huibregtse Louman & Associates is Columbia Asphalt in the amount of $475,110.50.  There may be some money left over on this project to extend some lighting onto the US 12 Highway portion of the project being done by DOT.  We will have to get that go ahead from YVCOG/RTPO.                    

	
	

	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	DOT will be going out for Bids in the fall, with construction to begin in early spring.  We are now waiting for the Illumination approval from WSDOT headquarters.  

	
	

	TIB Applications 
	A TIB application was submitted for a project from Naches Avenue at Third up to the high school and a second project from 3rd to 4th for pavement preservation.  Adm. Ranger does not believe TIB funds will be available so he thought we would take a chance at both of these projects this year and hope for the best.  Penney Avenue 3rd to 4th was also submitted. 

	
	

	Lions Club/bench donation
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Naches Lions Club would like to purchase and donate a bench for the Naches Trail in honor of past Lions Club Members.  The Lions Club wants to know the costs and requirements to place the bench and they were also thinking about a location for the bench.  

	
	

	KNIK Development Beautification Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that as part owner in Naches Meadows, the Subdivision in Town, he and his business partner, Mr. Ted Schmelzer were planning on purchasing and maintaining Arborvitae’s in the Town’s right of way and then donating them to the town.  The main purpose of this purchase is because of dust and light control.  This will also reduce the vision of backyards in Phase II of the project.  This will also reduce maintenance for the Town.   

	
	

	Misc. Information
	Adm. Ranger will be inquiring about funding for construction for Penney Avenue.  Adm. Ranger is diligently working on trying to get this road completed, before all of our funding sources dry up and go away.  

Adm. Ranger and Clerk Luke will be preparing the annual budget and going over the entire figures with the Mayor before the next Council meeting in October.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that we will be eliminating the Liquor excise tax and Liquor Board Profits that we receive from the state as we have the feeling that those initiatives will pass this fall.  The revenue for both of these items is pretty minimal, so it really won’t have an adverse affect on our current expense fund.  

	
	

	
	The Greenway will be expanding in the fall from Allan Road to Low Road.

	
	

	
	Adm. Ranger also requested that Lt. Winter provide some extra patrol in the mornings, as he has had numerous complaints with speeders before and after school.  Maybe a few warnings or tickets will remind them to slow down in school zones.  

	
	

	
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he will be attending the Infrastructure Assistance Coordinating Council Annual Conference in Wenatchee, WA on October 20-22, 2010.  

	
	

	
	Public Works is working on lawn maintenance and weed spraying.  Mr. Paul Stanton, Public Works Lead attended the Water Distribution class in Shelton, WA.  Public Works has also been busy repairing a main water leak on Riverside Lane.  Mr. Richard Morris, Public Works 1 has been doing a phenomenal job on the painting at Town Hall; Adm. Ranger has requested that the building be complete by Friday, September 17, 2010 so the rest of the crew will be helping him complete that task.    

	
	

	
	Councilman Williams asked Adm. Ranger if he was concerned with any safety issues with the planting of the arborvitae’s.  Councilman Williams asked what kind of liability Adm. Ranger would be putting himself in with people now having a place to hide.  Mr. Ted Schmelzer of KNIK development discussed with Council the unsightliness of   people’s back yards.  Besides creating a home owner’s association, which we all know does not end up working; this was the best solution that he could come up with.  This way homeowners do not have to come to Town Hall and complain about the weed problem.  

	
	

	
	Councilman Hawver wanted to know why we were not including the Liquor excise taxes in the 2011 budget.  Adm. Ranger explained that because of the two initiatives on the ballot for fall, we just didn’t feel we could count on the revenue, as it looks like the initiatives might pass because of the polls that have been conducted.
