	Reports and Announcements
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was no planning commission meeting held on Monday, March 1, 2010.    

Lt. Winters presented Council with a few graphs.  This past month was only 28 days, but the Sheriff’s Office still managed to get 106% of their contract time in.  This month’s Sheriff’s report has a new format, but if there is any more information that Council needs they are more than welcome to contact Lt. Winters for that information.  There were a total of 19 calls for the month of February, 10 more than the month before, but still nothing to be alarmed about.  It is still within the normal parameters.  Currently they have one officer who is working both passes, as they have lost several deputies because of retirement, loss of grants or just not filling the positions when they become available.  This has not affected the time spent here in Naches.  Councilman Williams asked Lt. Winters to explain one of the graphs so that he could understand the significance of it.  Councilman Williams also asked if they tracked what time of day they were in town.  Lt. Winters informed Council that he believes this report could be generated out of spillman and if they desired to know this information he would gladly provide it.  Councilman Williams informed Lt. Winters that he was just asking if it could be done and didn’t want to have him generate the report at this time.

	Recommendation of General Engineering Services for 2010-2012 
	Adm. Ranger had received about 14 or 15 RFQ’s for General Engineering Services and dwindled it down to the top five.  After further review, Adm. Ranger is recommending to Council that we retain our current engineers Huibregtse, Louman & Associates for the next three years.  


	
	

	Yakima County Solid and Moderate Risk Waste Management Plan
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Solid Waste Plan was in front of Council for their review.  The Town of Naches is required to have this plan in place by Yakima County.    

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-06
	Councilman Carney made a motion to authorize Mayor Wolfe to sign contracts with Huibregtse, Louman & Associates for General Engineering Services from 2010-2012, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.    

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-07
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to authorize the Mayor to adopt the 2010 Yakima County Solid and Moderate Risk Waste Management Plan, with a second by Councilman Williams.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Lt. Winters informed Council that he had just come back from a weeklong conference called the Defense Support of Civilian Authorities. Lt. Winters is the FEMA Region 10 representative, so whenever there is a regional or national emergency he is called on to help.  He wanted to share information with the Council about the GETS program.  This program is a free program paid by the federal government that insures that you can make a phone call as long as you have a dial tone in case of an emergency.  Heads of community’s are issued cards and the landlines are at no cost.  There is a Wireless option but there is a fee of $4.50 per month.  Lt. Winters will bring more information to next month’s meeting.  He is trying to get the word out before a disaster happens and everyone is scrambling for communication tools.
