	Naches Avenue
(STP & TIB/Granite Northwest)

	Allan Road Utilities
(SIED/Ken Leingang Excavating)
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have a few items on the punch list but will declare the project as complete during tonight’s meeting. 
    

	
	

	Allan Road Improvements 

(STP & TIB)
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Allan Road is now illuminated.  There are a few minor items that need to be addressed and we will start the close out process in the spring.    

	
	

	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	This project was awarded to Granite Northwest.

	
	

	TIB Applications Naches Ave 4th to Naches High School 
	 Adm. Ranger announced the Town was successful in the TIB grant for Naches Avenue to the High School.  The Town will begin engineering in January, Bids will go out in March or April and the construction process will not begin until school is out in June.  

	
	

	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger met with the Legislatures, Ross and King, on Thursday, January 6, 2011.  Adm. Ranger asked for $435,000 for Penney Avenue, we know there will be some transportation dollars there and they seemed to be pretty positive about the project.  The amount of money was in excess of what Adm. Ranger estimates the project costing, but would rather ask for more and be able to give dollars back rather than not having enough to complete the project.        

	
	

	Defibulator
	Adm. Ranger is still having Attorney Watkins look into purchasing the defibulator with the 3/10’s monies. 

	
	

	Begin Year End Process
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we will be working on year end on the 20th of January.  

	
	

	YVCOG Transportation 20 year plan
	Adm. Ranger is currently working on the 20 year transportation plan with the help of YVCOG’s planner.  He hopes to have the project complete by the end of February.  .

	
	

	Building Code Review and Inspection
	Adm. Ranger is still looking into possibly sharing the costs or contracting with a building inspector with another City, so that the Town receives the revenues for the projects in Town.  

	
	

	Public Works attended EROW Conference in Yakima
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Public Works Staff will be attending the EROW Conference in Yakima from February 8-10.  New employee, Danny Austin is also scheduled to take a flagger certification class on Monday, February 7, 2011.    

	
	

	Weed Spray Certificate in January
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Public Works Foreman, Mikel Davis will be attending the yearly spray certification class.  The Town must have one person who is certified in order to be in compliance with the state.  

	
	

	Council Question
	Councilwoman Lloyd asked what the difference was between the different monies on Penney Avenue and Naches Avenue.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that it is considered a small project and not a main arterial so we may have a better chance at the different pots of monies available for side arterial roads.  

	
	

	Additions to the Agenda
	A Senior at Naches High School Miss Wathen had written a letter to Council requesting monies for her Senior Project, making blankets for the battered woman’s shelter in Yakima.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that it would be gifting of funds if Council ok’d giving Miss Wathen monies for her Senior Project.  The Town of Naches would be donating monies to Yakima when it would not be benefiting the Town of Naches directly.  Councilwoman Hawver suggested that they were free to give to the project as private citizens of the community.   

Councilman Hawver also reminded Adm. Ranger that the Park wants to be kept in the loop on the design of Naches Avenue from 3rd to Naches Valley High School.  Questions and discussion ensued about the project.  

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
