	Allan Road Improvements 

(STP & TIB)
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that signage and striping need to be completed.  Cleanup and punch lists before closeout process gets started.    

	
	

	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	This project was awarded to Granite Northwest. A pre-construction meeting is schedules for March 9th. With construction to begin on the 14th of March. WSDOT is managing the construction phase and should be completed sometime in May.

	
	

	Naches Ave 4th to Naches High School 
	 Adm. Ranger announced the Town would like to go out for bids in March. Engineering design is 90% complete.  With award scheduled for April and construction to commence after school year is complete in mid-June.  Administrator Ranger said the Town would be closing Naches Avenue from 4th to High School for the project.  The west side road to Naches High School will be open for access during the project.  This closure should bring a better bid and reduce construction days.

	
	

	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger informed the Council that the project is currently in the legislative process in Olympia.    

	
	

	Public Works Vehicle
	Adm. Ranger said the Town has ordered the Public Works Truck and that it was approximately $3,000 less than budgeted.

	
	

	
	

	Senior Project
Ribbon Cutting 
	The Council was told that two Naches Valley High School student’s senior projects will be doing the demo on the two shelters at Eschbach Park.  Adm. Ranger said one would be reconstructed on the Depot site.

	
	The Council was informed that there will be a ribbon cutting for the Allan Road projects, June 1 that will have the Legislators, Council, WSDOT and other officials.  More details will follow.  

	Irrigation Headworks
