	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	This project was awarded to Granite Northwest. Construction begins on March 14th with a 28 work day contract. Project should be completed by the end of May. 

	
	

	Naches Ave 3rd to Naches High School 
	 Adm. Ranger is requesting approval from the Town Council motion to go out to advertise for bid for the Naches Avenue project. The schedule time line for the project is TIB approval 3/22/11, advertise for bid 3/24/11, bid opening 4/7/11, bid award 4/11/11 and construction to begin on 6/13/11. 

	
	

	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger informed that the transportation budget is expected to be out in approximately two weeks, which may include Penny Avenue project.

Ribbon Cutting 
	The Council was informed that Monte Scocco is helping the town close out December and January end of month process. Once that is complete the Town will have Toni Nelson, former state auditor now with Vision, complete the year end process. 

	
	The Council was informed that there will be a ribbon cutting for the Allan Road projects, June 1 that will have the Legislators, Council, WSDOT and other officials, with times and details to follow.  

	Irrigation Headworks
