	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	1. Adm. Ranger informed Council that he is ready to apply for TIB funding for the Penney Ave Project admin. Ranger requested for a motion to fill out the applications.
2. Depot/Shelter/ USDA Grant it has met approval from DHAP still waiting for USDA to give The Town a final on approximately $9500.00 for the Shelter and an additional $3000.00 for the roof. Admin. Ranger requested for a motion to be pass by Council to accept Granite Construction Bid with the USDA funding for the Shelter parking lot. Town would probably take additional funds form REET or CDBG Rehab funds.
3. Contract for both Library and Fire District still working on the contracts and will be ready to be on the 2012 ballot.
4. Vision Software taken no further.

5. Sewer Infiltration (St John and McDowell) costs over budget it has to wait for next year project.

6. Street Crack Sealer Bids/Purchases will wait till fall.

7. Project Spreadsheets, Projects will be put on spreadsheets for Council to have easier way to review expenditures.
8. AT & T Mobility Tax Refund Attorney. Watkins informed Council about the class actions of AT & T asking cities for refunds for taxes on internet services.
