	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	1. Adm. Ranger informed Council that TIB applications are due 8/31/2011 Admin. Ranger will be applying for Penney Ave funding construction and Pavement Preservation both applications are due 8/31. 
2. Depot/Shelter finishing up on this project.

3. Admin. Ranger and Clerk Treasurer Birrueta will be working on the Preliminary Budget for 2012 a schedule outlining the timeline and process was included in the Council packet.

4. Admin. Ranger informed Council that Auditors from Washington Welfare Teamster Trust will be at Town Hall on August 22 performing a 2008-2010 payroll audit.

5. State Auditor’s will be at Town Hall the last week of August. They will be auditing 2009-2010 and a single Federal Audit for the Allan Road and Naches Ave 2nd to 3rd Street Project.
6. Contract for both Library and Fire District are still working on the process contracts and will be ready to be on the 2012 ballot. Councilman Williams question on Contract with the Library. Adm. Ranger informed that it would be better to have an actual contract since the Town pays for utilities, upgrades and all expenses. Town residents should decide if they desire to be part the Library district or not. Fire District process again Town residents should decide if they want to be within the Fire District there is a process of public hearings. Adm. Ranger told Council that the City of Tieton just annexed into the their local fire district last year.
7. Vision Software training coming up in October.
8. Sewer Infiltration (St John and McDowell) costs exceed budget item and it has been decided to wait for next year project.

9. Street Crack Sealer Bids/Purchases will be purchased this fall.

10. AT & T Mobility Tax Refund. Attorney Watkins informed Council she is working with AT&T on specifics accounts that will determine if taxes were improperly paid to the Town for internet services. Attorney Watkins stated that information she had requested should be provided by late August and will report back to Council at that time..
