	Sheriff’s Report/Lt. Winter
	Lt. Winter informed Council that he would be going back to the old format of reporting.  Lt. Winter went over the averages for the year on the graphs.  One thing Lt. Winter wanted to make sure the Council is aware of, DOC will be billing the Town directly when people are arrested and booked into the County Jail from The Town of Naches.    Adm. Ranger was unaware of this change and did not see this in the new contract; he will be contacting the DOC regarding this issue.  The Sheriff’s Office has 4-9 man units on patrol.  He does not know how much that will effect on calls for service, but it may just mean a little longer wait times for the people who are already waiting.  The Sheriff’s Office will not take away from a homicide if someone calls for a malicious mischief.
