	Sheriff’s Report/Lt. Winter
	Lt. Winter presented to the Council that the Sheriff’s Department had responded to 32 calls in January and 20 calls in February. Lt. Winter inquired to the Council, do they have any input on the new point of interest format. Councilman Williams told Lt. Winter that he approved and liked to be informed where the calls were occurring within the town limits. Councilwoman Hawver questioned an address on the Sheriff’s report at 113 E Third Street. After a brief discussion it was determined that the address was incorrectly identified. Lt. Winters said he appreciated to be informed of incorrect or inappropriate addresses. Lt. Winters also informed the Council that the new Spillman/Data Connection System will be up in April and should correct some of the addressing issues.
