	Lt. Winter provided bar graph reports that indicated how much contract time and what deputies spent on contract time within the Town. The report shows 16 calls in the month of December and 2 of those calls are outside the Town limits. Lt. Winter’s also encouraged the Mayor, Council and Staff to encourage people to report anything happening around Town, either suspicious activity or anything on personal safety. 
Elected Council member to represent the Town at YVCOG meetings, Councilman Williams moved to elect Councilwoman Hawver again to be the YVCOG representative of the Town of Naches with Councilman Guyton as the alternate, Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
Medical Marijuana: The Town is still waiting to see what happens with Legislation, Admin. Ranger, will bring the business license amendments for Council’s review and approval to follow the federal and state law, that’s just a recommendation and you the Council decide what you want to do.

Department of Corrections Agreement: This matter was tabled until further notice. Attorney Watkins will schedule a meeting with Ed Campbell, Ken Irwin, Rick and Admin. Ranger to discuss this contract. Councilman Williams talked about key points to be asked on this meeting by attorney Watkins.
Admin. Ranger Trans-Action: This line item was added on the 2012 Budget.  It was going to include requesting funding from municipalities. Trans-Action is all the communities north of the Gap Union Gap, Selah, Yakima County, City of Yakima, Moxee, Tieton and Naches. Trans-Action is an ongoing effort to identify and communicate our region’s transportation priorities to key decision makers. Trans-Action has applied for a Washington State non- profit status and charges are based on the size of the Town. Town Administrator’s recommendation is not approve payment until Trans-Action provides the Town with proper Organization documents, such as by- laws and its budget, and Council members review such documents, before a decision to make payment and become a part of the organization.
