	1. Admin. Ranger Penney Avenue Preliminary Engineering is about to be complete. Discussion
2.  DAHP application was approved. Discussion.
3. In tonight’s Agenda a Motion is submitted requesting to proceed with bids in early February 2013.
1. West Naches Utility Extension Project: All letters have been received and a Voucher is included to payout the Retainage.
a) Second Street Preliminary Engineering nearly to be completed. YVCOG call for Projects and Second Street is fully funded. Environmental Process is to begin. Funding may be available as early as March 2013. Discussion. 
Submitting a Federal Reclassification request for Railroad Avenue. Application for funding is due by February 1, 2013. Selection process through RTPO ( YVCOG)  pending County approval. Application to be submitted by January 31, 2013 with expansion of Spinner Wood Products and increased residential additional traffic flowing through the Old Naches Highway.  It would be safer and logical to have access through Railroad Avenue and avoid the congestion on Naches Avenue and Penney Avenue. 
USDA Rural Development program has applications available for Grant funding and Staff would like to submit an application for a Community Center. Grant Requirements up to $50,000.00 with a first come, first served basis. It would require a Public Hearing and bids. If necessary three banks responses in regards of loaning funds for this project would also be necessary. Application with the Public Hearing will go concurrently along with design and engineering. The location of the proposed Community Center was discussed. The Depot area, which is leased from Yakima County since they owned the Railroad tracks, was discussed as the possible location. The Facility is proposed to be built of Clear Span material to keep costs down.  Specifically the design may include a concrete floor, stem walls, some excavation and the electrical. 
a) Allan Bros. Short plat office complex in the works and expected to be completed by March of 2013. The roof is completed. Allan Bros is expanding their H2A Housing with two additional units, so the Town is expecting two additional Water Hook ups and Sewer.
b) Chinook Center is now expected to open in the near future.
c) Sportsman’s Days: the Lions Club has voted to move Sportsman’s Days to the down Town area and that’s where the Community Center is proposed to be built in conjunction with building Penney Avenue.

d) Color Naches Fun Run the Greenway will have a presentation during the Council Meeting.
e) One of the heating units is not working in the Town Hall building. Staff has requested a bid from Advance Mechanical to install a Heat Pump instead of having 2 different units.

General maintenance is being done. 
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta informed Council that there is no monthly report at this time, as the Town must keep its books open until January 20, 2013 by Washington State law.
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list.

Council reviewed the consent agenda.

With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned 6:55 p.m.
