	Lt.  Winter was unable to attend the Council meeting. Lt. Winter provided the Yakima County Sheriff’s monthly report including bar graphs and contract time spent patrolling the Town. The report showed 20 calls in the month of September, 2013. Lt. Winter also provided the Spillman report formatted in detail for Council and Staff. Lt. Winter also noted the hours of shift coverage time. 
No report.
a) Regular Council meeting was closed by Mayor Carney at 7:03 p.m. and the Closed Record Hearing opened at 7:03 p.m. to receive and review testimony from the previous Planning Commission Open Public Hearing on October 7, 2013 in regards to the Allan Bros/ Yakima Valley Orchard Conditional Use application. Bill Hordan the Town Planner presented to Mayor and Council the Background and Proposal for a Conditional Use Permit Application from Yakima Valley Orchards applicant, and Allan Bros. Inc. Property owner requests to establish four additional 26’X48’ manufactured home on a 31 acres for the purpose of providing seasonal farm worker housing through the Federal H2A Program in the General Business Zoning District for up to an additional 52 total persons. This application is also in addition to the previously allowed 4 housing units approved in 2007 by the Town of Naches. Domestic water and sewer are available from the Town of Naches. The application is consistent with the Naches Comprehensive Plan. The Town of Naches Planning Commission recommended approval of the Conditional Use to Permit for the additional 4 H2A units to the originally approved H2A units in 2007. The approval was subject to six conditions. Planner Hordan’s opinion is that Condition 5 needs to be clarified to state April 1st to November 30th.  Condition 6 was to establish a buffer. Attorney Watkins had a concern with the buffer due to a recent United States Supreme Court opinion which addressed permit conditions that included excessive land use or mitigation. The Attorney suggested a change in language to allowing the buffer to be determined by other than the full orchard and that could include one closer in proximity to the H2A housing units. 
The following conditions and recommendations were approved by the Town Council.
1. This decision supersedes the previous approval granted in November 2007 and is replaced in it’s entirely with the conditions of approval listed below. 
2. A detailed site plan showing the exact location of the additional four housing units and all other improvements and/or amenities associated with this proposal must be submitted for review and approval to the Town prior to the issuance of building permits.

3. Building permits for the construction of the four new housing units must be obtained from the Town of Naches. No more than 8 housing units are approved through this decision. Additionally no more than 13 persons may occupy each housing unit.

4. Annual review must be conducted on the proposal every February.

5. This established occupation of the housing from April to November each calendar year.

6. The orchard buffer must stay or an additional topographic, vegetation, fencing and /or other auditory/visual buffer must be established. The change of buffer must be approved by the Town of Naches. After reviewing testimony, findings and conclusions from the Planning Commission recommendations 1 through 6. Council deliberated on approving the recommendation of the Planning Commission 1 through 6 amending 5 & 6. The closed record hearing closed at 7:19 p.m. Regular Council meeting opened at 7:19 p.m. 
Councilman Guyton move to make an addition to the Agenda under 11 (B) Allan Bros/Yakima Valley Orchard conditional use application. Seconded by Councilwoman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
b) The regular Council meeting was closed at 7:19 p.m. A Public Hearing was opened to receive comments on the proposed Ad Valorem Tax Levy revenues for the 2014 Budget. After no testimony was received the Public Hearing closed at 7:20 p.m. Regular Council meeting reopened at 7:20 p.m.

a) Public Works Performance Bonus: Councilman Williams moved to approve a performance bonus for Public Works as follows: The foreman to receive $750.00, Public Works lead to receive $500.00 and $500.00 for Publics Work I. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
b) Allan Bros/ Yakima Valley Orchard Conditional Use Application. Councilman Williams expressed concern about the Planning Commission recommendations not being fully honored by the Town Council. Admin. Ranger stated that the Planning Commission serves the Town as a recommendation board and Council makes all decisions.  Councilman Williams moved to amend the Conditional Use Permit for Allan Bros/ Yakima Valley Orchard as follows: condition No.5 should be changed to state that the dates of residency can only be April 1st, to November 30th, of each year. Seconded by Councilman Guyton. Motion carried unanimously. Councilwoman Lloyd move to amend and approve condition No. 6. As follows: If the orchard buffer is removed, then a topographic, fencing and /or other auditory/ visual buffer must be established. The change of buffer must be approved by the Town of Naches. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. Councilman Guyton moved to approve the Conditional Use application with the conditions 1 through 6 as amended. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
a) Proposed Resolution No. 2013-8 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the Mayor to sign the Public Sector Service Contract with New Vision. Councilman Williams moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-8. Seconded by Councilman Guyton. Motion carried unanimously.

b) Proposed Resolution No. 2013-9 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington authorizing the Mayor to accept the Second Street Improvements as complete and allow for 100% payment, less retainage, to the contractor. Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-9. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously.
c) Proposed Resolution No. 2013-10 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the Mayor to sign the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund documents which provide a low interest loan to the Town of Naches for installation of Reservoir Improvements in the year 2014. Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution no. 2013-10. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 
d) Proposed Resolution No. 2013-11 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the Mayor to sign the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund documents which provide a low interest loan to the Town of Naches for installation of Water Valve Improvements in the year 2014. Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-11. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion passes 4-1 with Councilman Guyton being the dissenting vote.
e) Proposed Ordinance No. 686: An Ordinance fixing the estimated amount of Ad Valorem taxes to be levied to meet the financial requirements of the Town of Naches, Washington for the year 2014. Councilman Hawver moved to approve Ordinance No. 686. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 
With no other business to discuss before Council. Councilwoman Lloyd moved to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously.
