Lt. Graham of the Sheriff’s office was present at the meeting to answer any questions from Staff and Council if any.

 Regular Council meeting closed at 7:04 p.m. to open the Public Hearing to receive comments in regards to the Transportation Improvement Program. (TIP) Admin. Ranger explained that this Public Hearing is an every year requirement for the Transportation Improvement Program for funding priority. No testimony was received the Public Hearing closed at 7:05 p.m. and regular Council meeting concluded. 
 Mr. Hinze with the Naches Firefighters Association; Mr. Hinze presented an application for a car show along the ditch bank for July 27, 2013. Mr. Hinze also requested to close E 3rd Street from Naches Ave to Moxee Avenue for a contest for 2 to 4 hours. Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve as long as it meets all the requirements and work with Town staff for details. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously.  
a)  Penney Avenue Improvements, Progress estimate No. 1 for work performed by Granite Construction Co. through June 4, 2013. The amount due to the contractor of $306,517.44 is net as per contract documents.
b) Penney Avenue Improvements, Progress estimate No. 2 for work performed by Granite Construction, Co. through June 10, 2013 for $1270.80.

d) Second Street Improvements, the bid opening was held at Naches Town Hall on June 4, 2013. Staff recommends the Town award a construction contract to Granite Construction Co. In the amount of $361,905.00

f) (DWSRF) Loan projects, Reservoir and Water Valve replacement meeting with Steve Dunk on June 11, 2013 no further discussion during the Council meeting. 
g) Interlocal Agreement with Naches Park & Recreation District for the use of the Naches Depot Property.  
a) Interlocal agreement with Applewood Park and the Town of Naches to use the Depot area shelters. 

b) Sportsman’s Days road closure and fireworks show. Mayor Carney attended a Lions Club meeting and the intention of the Lions Club is to apply to discharge fireworks within the Town limits. It will be discussed after all paperwork is submitted to the Town Clerk.
c) Councilman Williams informed Mayor, Council and Staff of the possible liability of not having a stop sign as you come out of the Depot parking area into Naches Avenue or onto Penney 
Avenue. Legally cars should be doing a stop and he’s observation is that people just go without stopping and causing liability issues. Admin. Ranger will start working on different options and a stop sign placement.
