	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive extension/ SEPA: DNS issued and phase I of the project has started. Conditional Use Permit application in progress with the Town Planner. Planning Commission met October 6, 2014 for information on the Conditional Use permit application process. Planning Commission will be having a Public Open meeting November 3, 2014. A closed Public Record meeting set for November 10, 2014 during the regular Council Meeting. 
a) Washington State Auditors completed the Town’s Federal Single audit for 2013 and also completed the accountability and financial audit for 2011 through 2013 outstanding results with minor verbal recommendations.  
b) Payroll audit done by Northwest Administrators: Naches was audited on September 12, 2014. The period audited was from 2008 to June 30, 2014. Based on the review of payroll records, the reporting to the Trust is in agreement with the requirements of the applicable labor agreement (s).
c) Public Works Labor Negotiations for 2015 through 2018.
d) Budget Process for 2015 discussed 
e) Bonlow Drive road construction phase 1 has started.

f) Conditional Use Permit application in the process for the K through 4th grade school. 

g) Phase III SEPA and Shoreline Application: Admin. Ranger discussed the process.  
h) Ecology Grant for Vactor-Sweeper truck: Beginning in September the Department of Ecology opened up their current funding cycle for water quality grants and loans. Successful projects will require a 15% cash match. Staff would like to submit an application for a Vactor-weeper truck. Final application is due November 7, 2014. Project selection is expected to occur February 2015 with funding available between July 2015 and January 2016.
i) Yakima Waste Systems Contract: Attorney Watkins provided the amended contract/agreement. Council discussed the Contract. 
j) Yakima County Sheriff’s Agreement: The contract reflects a 4.5% percent increase for services for 2015 which, in part, reflects increase in wages/benefits and carrying costs. Council discussed the Agreement. 
k) Yakima Emergency Management 
l) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040 was discussed. 
m) Staff has been working on records retention.  
General maintenance is being done. Public Works planted tress at the Depot area. Irrigation is off October 13, and lines will be blown out October 15, 2014. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. 
Admin. Ranger reiterated to Mayor and Council that Staff is working on the 2015 Budget and any Councilmember and/ or the Mayor is more than welcome to call and ask questions or come into the office to help on the budget and get more involved if they choose to do so.
