Railroad Street Extension: Working on Right of Way with Yakima County/ CA Agreement. Design was submitted and now waiting on DOT comments for the right-of-way acquisition. Bids are tentatively set to occur in May, 2014. Admin. Ranger attended TAC meeting April 9th and secured construction funding for this project.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds and 410 Fund. There was a language modification made by the Washington State Department of Health that must be complied with before acceptance by the Town. The Town is waiting on final comments and approval from Department of Health.

	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Design has started. Water Valve Improvement Design has started. Advertisements for bids were published April 3rd and 10th.  Bids will be received by the Town until 11:00 a.m. April 24th. 
a) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of the Town, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 
b) Transportation Alternative application did not receive funding. Staff is planning on revisiting this in May 2014 during the funding cycle for Safe Routes to School. 

c) AT&T is presumed to be replacing the underground cable soon. The Department of Ecology issued the permit. This project is expected to start in the next 2 weeks. 
d) Land Use Fees: Staff is looking at land use fees to possibly increase, to cover all costs of processing critical areas, shoreline applications and other land use items.
e) Capital Request for Bonlow Drive Extension: Project is sponsored by Rep. Charles Ross and should be included during the Legislative session for funding.  
f) SIED Application: Staff is looking into SIED funds. The County has about 5 million dollars. The Town serves as a pass through agency only and administers the project. The Town is considering SIED application depending on what happens with Bonlow Drive during the Legislative session. 
g) RV parking issues: Attorney Watkins provided Staff and Council an outline of options for addressing parking issues in the Town, the memorandum consists of a number of examples of ordinances that have been passed. Currently Naches has no ordinance that specifically regulates parking on Town streets. Council recommended for Staff to contact the Fire department and for them to ride the fire truck around the streets with the RV parking issues. 
h) Naches Chamber Disbanding: The Town received official notice that the Chamber is disbanding. Council discussed different suggestions for the Depot building. 
i) Clerk Birrueta, informed Council that she will be attending the BARS class in Wenatchee on April 16 to learn new changes for the 2014 annual report. The 2013 Annual report was submitted to Toni Nelson for review. 
j) Clerk Birrueta is planting all the flowers for the Town this year and the Town is expecting to save at least half of the money spent last year. 

General maintenance is being done, including recycling material, spray, fertilizing and mowing. The public works staff is concentrating more on maintenance this year and up keep of the Town.  
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. Clerk Birrueta informed Council about a stop payment placed on  a check issued during the open period presumed lost in the mail. Check No. 16951 was replaced with check No. 17082 and the issue date and amount remain the same as the original check. 

With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:54 p.m.
