	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Improvements and Water Valve Improvement: Valve construction has started. Water outages are expected during construction. Proper notification is being delivered to residents with an additional notice the day before to residents being affected. Reservoir materials are to be ordered late June 2014.

Naches Valley School District: Staff is currently working on easement to the school district for a communication line to the new site where the new school is to be built. Bonlow Drive access from US Highway 12.   
a) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of the Town, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 
b) Allan Bros discussion on wastewater, discussion is expected to be revisited after cherry season. 
c) AT&T is replacing the underground cable and expected to be done in the next couple of weeks.
d) Naches Chamber Disbanding: The Town received official notice that the Chamber is disbanding. 
e) Depot Committee: Attorney Watkins provided a draft to Council with policies for appointments and functions for Boards, Commissions and Committees. 
General maintenance is being done, including recycling material, spray, fertilizing and mowing. Clarifier maintenance at the WWTP and the 4th grade tour was completed last week. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. Clerk Birrueta informed Council that on second payment will include the USDA loan payment.
