Railroad Street Extension

Railroad Street Extension: The project is out for bid and the bids are to be opened July 17, 2014 at 11:00 a.m. It is staff’s recommendation to extend the meeting for review of bids and award construction on July 17, 2014, at a time to be determined during the Council meeting. Included in the packet is the Local Agency Standard Consultant Agreement with HLA for engineering services during construction. Also for Council to review is a TIB agreement. The Town is ready to submit reimbursement on the Railroad Street Extension project through TIB, which is the Town’s match on this project.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds and 410 Fund. The Town received notification from Brian Sayers, indicating that DOH is prepared to approve the Water System Plan (WSP) once they receive a signed resolution or minutes from Council approving the Water System Plan. 	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Improvements and Water Valve Improvement. Valve construction has been completed and enclosed in the packet is progress estimate No. 1 for work performed by Remcon, Inc. in the amount of $58,865.45, which is net, as per the contract documents. Two of the valves were completed with the Town’s funds. All parts have been order for the reservoir and construction will not start until all needed parts have arrived and are on site. 
Naches Valley School District: Staff is currently working on an easement to the school district for a communication line to the new site where the new school is to be built. Bonlow Drive Extension is to be completed before they start building the new school. 

Staff would like to submit an application for TIB funding. The funds will be used to build access to the new school from US Highway 12. 
a) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of the Town, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 
b) AT&T is replacing the underground cable along US Highway 12.
c) Depot Committee: Attorney Watkins provided a draft to Council with policies for appointments and functions for Boards, Commissions and Committees. Councilwoman Hawver requested for some changes in the language of the draft. 
d) Department of Revenue is doing an audit July 15, 2014 covering from January 2010 through March 2014.

e) Staff will contact the Washington State Auditor’s office since the Town has a Federal single audit and by law it needs to be completed by September 30, 2014.
f) Pedestrian Bridge on US Highway 12: Admin. Ranger will do a presentation regarding the bridge project.

General maintenance is being done, including weed spraying, fertilizing and mowing. Public Works also helped on the water valve project which was successfully completed. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. 
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:46 p.m.
