	Staff Report

Railroad Street Extension

Drinking Water Revolving Loan (DWSRF)
	Clerk Birrueta provided the staff report.
Railroad Street Extension: Pre-construction meeting was August 5, 2014. Construction is set to start August 18, 2014. Construction is expected to last about 21 days, and it may be open by Sportsman’s Days. Design reimbursement from TIB is being submitted.
Water Valve Improvement and Reservoir Improvements: the loans were split for the projects. Water valve improvement Progress estimate No. 2 to Rencom Inc. in the amount of $13,094.87 after reimbursement has been received from Department of Commerce. Reservoir construction began August 4, 2014. Progress estimate No. 2 includes reservoir construction supplies. Staff is looking into updating the telemetry system at the reservoir. The projected expense for the reservoir is less than anticipated staff is looking into using some of the funds left from the loan for the telemetry system. Staff is waiting on different quotes from vendors.

	Naches Valley School District: Construction of communication line from the Administration building to the new school site is complete.
 Bonlow Drive extension/ SEPA: DNS issued and construction is expected to start sometime this Fall all requirement needs to meet the Town standards all construction to be done by the school district expense.
TIB application by the Town for US Highway access to the new school site was determined to be not viable. The Town is not willing to submit the application if there’s no possibility of funding. 
a) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of the Town, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agree to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 
b) AT&T has completed their underground cable relocation.
c) Depot Committee: Attorney Watkins provided the policy with all the changes requested by Council.
d) Department of Revenue has completed the Audit from January 2010 to March 2014. Some back taxes are owed to DOR a final report will be received sometime in the next couple of weeks with a final amount. 
e) Washington State Auditors are to start the Town’s audit August 18, 2014 the approximate time is 3-5 weeks to completion. They will be on site performing the Federal Single audit for 2013, as well as. 2011, 2012 and 2013 financial, and. 2012 & 2013 accountability. A call was received from Jim Jones from the local office auditor’s stating that the expected cost for the audit is $22,000.00
f) Pedestrian Bridge on US Highway 12: Admin. Ranger will do a presentation regarding the bridge project at a future meeting. 
g) Yakima Waste contract extension, the packet includes the original contract and the new rates which were passed by Council in May 2013.  The contract is to expire December 31, 2014. Staff recommends an extension for 3 to 5 years. This subject will be revisited next month. The letter from Yakima Waste for the Town to consider paying the prior increase which Yakima Waste failed to bill the Town is in the packet. The Town collected the new rates from customer, but Yakima Waste did not bill the Town the new rates. The difference is $3,473.77 from May 2013 to July 2014.
h) Public Works Labor Negotiations: a meeting is set for September 12, 2014 for the Union to present the proposal.

General maintenance is being done, including weed spraying, fertilizing and mowing. Public Works is also helping on the reservoir improvement project. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. 
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:52 p.m.
