	Admin. Ranger provided the staff report.
Railroad Street Extension: Construction began Monday August 18, 2014. Progress estimate No. 1 for work performed by Scout Lake Construction, Inc. in the amount of $94,562.03 is net as per contract documents, and is included in the packet for approval to be submitted for reimbursement. Payment will be made once reimbursement has been received. 
Water Valve Improvement and Reservoir Improvements: the loans were split for the projects. Reservoir improvement progress estimate No. 3 to Rencom Inc. in the amount of $54,857.85 is net after retainage, and payment will be made after reimbursement has been received from Department of Commerce.

	Naches Valley School District: Construction of communication line from the Administration building to the new school site is complete.
 Bonlow Drive extension/ SEPA: DNS issued.
Conditional Use Permit application in progress with the Town Planner. 

Bonlow Drive construction to start in late September or October.
a) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of the Town, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agree to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 
b) Depot Committee: Staff will start working on the Committee once Sportsman’s Days is over. 
c) Department of Revenue has completed the Audit from January 2010 to March 2014. Audit report in the Council packet. A Motion to approve payment of $5,747.00 of  back taxes owed will be necessary in the Council meeting. 
d) Washington State Auditors started the Town’s audit August 19, 2014 the approximate time is 3-5 weeks to completion. They will be on site performing the Federal Single audit for 2013, as well as the 2011, 2012 and 2013 financial, and. 2012 & 2013 accountability audits.
e) Pedestrian Bridge on US Highway 12: Admin. Ranger will do a presentation regarding the bridge project at a future meeting. 
f) Bill Stansberry with Yakima Waste presented and distributed the contract extension, the packet includes the original contract and the new pci rate.  The contract is to expire December 31, 2014. Staff recommends an extension for 5 years. This subject will be revisited next month. Attorney Watkins recommends some changes on Section 3 of the Garbage Collection Contract. 
g) Public Works Labor Negotiations: a meeting is set for September 12, 2014 for the Union to present the proposal.

h) Volunteers worked on the West side of the Depot doing cleanup work and came back on September 6, to plant new plants. 
i) Yakima County Permit for review, to allow private driveway and /or allow private road crossing use over Yakima County Railroad Right-Of-Way. The permit is required from Yakima County for use of county rail right of way to remain. 

General maintenance is being done, including painting crosswalks and parking areas. Public Works is also helping on the reservoir improvement project and setting up for Sportsman’s Days event. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. 
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:58 p.m.
