	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase III) Granite is working on the construction, paving has been completed, and they are waiting on the LED lighting for the illumination. Punch list on the construction is this week. Also they are still waiting on the quit claim deed from Naches Valley School District which will take approximately 2 months.  
a) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: The sweeper was delivered, and the Town received $170,000.00 reimbursement. The payment for the sweeper was mailed and the Town is submitting reimbursement for about $15,000.00 from Department of Ecology. 
b) Urban Growth Management: Staff and YVCOG have started the process of the GMA update. Staff will be contacting YVCOG to speed up the process if possible. The next scheduled meeting for the GMA update is December 7, 2015.
c) TIB application for Shafer Avenue: Staff submitted the TIB application and staff is expecting to receive notice of funding sometime in November. 
d) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040: Nothing new. Staff is still involved with the Yakima County in the County-Wide Planning Update and will keep Council informed of any changes.  
e) Urban Growth Area: Admin. Ranger presented the proposed UGA additions. On September 23, 2015 the Yakima County Planning Commission voted to make no recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners concerning the Town’s requested changes to the Urban Growth Area Boundary. (Three PC members recommended approval, three denial, and one abstain). The Board will consider the request at their upcoming public hearing on the issue.   
f) Depot Advisory Committee: Depot Committee is helping on the pie auction on November 12, 2015.
g) Clerk Birrueta attended the roundtable BARS training in Yakima. Clerk Birrueta reports most of the discussion surrounded the new changes coming up in December and new reporting requirements by the Washington State Auditors for 2015 reporting period. A new schedule is required called GASB68 which is pension reporting for the employees. 
h) The 2016 Preliminary Budget draft is complete: Staff is within $20,000.00 of balancing. Staff does not include starting balances on the budget. Instead it’s based on expected revenues and expenditures for the year. As always, staff is conservative when estimating revenues and high when estimating expenditures. Staff has not received solid numbers on medical insurance or liability insurance. When those numbers come in staff is hoping to have a more balanced preliminary budget. The preliminary budget includes a 1% increase in water and 2% increase in sewer. 
i) LED Grant Application: Staff received notice from TIB of applications available for LED lighting. Staff submitted the application, and if funded the Town staff is expecting to save up to $6,000.00 a year in utility lighting for streets. 
j) Allan Brothers: Staff met with Matt Miles of Allan Brothers, which is proposing to hook-up to the Town of Naches Waste Water System for sewer service. The proposal is in the early stages and there will be more to come as we move forward.  
General maintenance is being done, and Public Works received training on the new Street Sweeper. Irrigation will be turned off October 15, and the irrigation lines will be blown out on the 20th. Public Works will begin Fall cleanup including storm drain clean up with the new Vactor Sweeper truck. 
Staff provided the Vouchers and financial report to Council and reviewed the list for September.
