	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase III): Illumination is complete. WSDOT access claim signed off by the Naches Valley School District and Ms. Sybouts. The Town is waiting for the quit claim from the Naches Valley School District and it will take approximately 2 months. 
a) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: Staff is working on a Maintenance and Operation Manual, labor operation and administration on the sweeper to submit for reimbursement. 
b) Urban Growth Management: Staff and YVCOG have started the process of the GMA update. The next meeting with the Planning Commission is scheduled for December 7, 2015.
c) TIB application for Shafer Avenue: Staff submitted the TIB application and staff is expecting to receive notice of funding sometime in late November. 
d) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040: Nothing new. Staff is still involved with Yakima County in the County-Wide Planning Update and will keep Council informed of any changes.  
e) Urban Growth Area: The proposed additions will be review by the Yakima County Commissioners in December. 
f) Depot Advisory Committee: Depot Committee is helping with the pie auction November 12, 2015.
g) The 2016 Preliminary Budget draft is complete:  Staff will amend the budget if TIB funding is approved for the Shafer Avenue resurfacing project.  
h) LED Grant Application: The application was approved by TIB for the LED lighting grant. The grant agreement was included in the packet for consideration tonight. 
i) Allan Brother’s wastewater proposal: Staff has not had any other updates on this proposal. 
j) Sewage backup at Baughman’s Saw Shop: Public Works discovered abnormal towels on the sewer line that caused the backup. 

k) Sheriff’s Contract for 2016: Admin. Ranger met with Randy Sutton, animal control for Yakima County regarding the animal control monthly fee the Town pays for animal control services. Mr. Sutton recommended that the ask the Sheriff’s department if those costs can be incorporated in the contract. 
l) The 2016 Local Correction/Detention Agreement with the Yakima County Department of Corrections. Staff review the agreement, there is no changes for the upcoming year either in language or daily rates. 
m) Cannabis Application: Staff received a cannabis application to open a retail store in Naches. Staff denied the application as the proposed location is within 1000 feet buffer set by Washington State Liquor Control Board of a Public park (the Depot property).
n) Sales Tax Revenue: Clerk Birrueta, informed Mayor and Council how the sales tax revenue doubled for the month of October mainly because of the new elementary school being built within the Town limits, as taxes are paid to the Town for materials delivered to the jobsite.
o) YVCOG 2016 Budget and Salary Increases: Staff received a letter from the Yakima County Commissioners objecting to the proposed YVCOG 2016 Budget and Salary increases. Staff expressed concern that the proposed 2016 YVCOG Budget is inequitable and excessive. Staff expressed concern that this can have a big impact in future fees to cities and towns by YVCOG. 
General maintenance is being done. Irrigation is off. Public Works is working on winterization of water meters, preparing vehicles for winter and began fall cleanup, electric extension at the WWTP and planning on installing LED lights throughout the Town. It will take approximately 10-12 days.  
Staff provided the Vouchers and financial report to Council and reviewed the list for October.
