	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase II). Staff will be processing the SEPA and Shoreline application for Phase II of the project. Town’s staff, engineers and the school district have agreed on changing the drop off entrance for the new school. Paving will occur during Phase II of the project.

The training is done by the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and includes all the changes and updates for the 2014 annual reporting which is due May 30, 2015. Toni Nelson is no longer reviewing annual reports, so staff contacted Monte Scacco and he agreed to come out and review the 2014 annual report once is it drafted.
