	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase III) Advertisement for bids will go out May 13, 2015.  Naches School District is the requestor and is coordinating with WSDOT, Yakima County, HLA and the Town. 
a) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: Staff is preparing for the agreement negotiation and funding might be available by July 2015. 
b) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040: Staff is still waiting on a bid from YVCOG for the GMA update the process is to start this summer and the update is due July 2017. The planning process takes two years. 
c) Urban Growth Management: Staff is working with Yakima County on the population projection. 
d) Depot Advisory Committee: The committee is here to make a presentation of their ideas. 
e) 2014 Annual Report: Clerk Birrueta reported to Mayor and Council that the 2014 annual report was submitted to the Washington State Auditor’s Office on May 1st after it was reviewed by Monte Scacco, CPA. Clerk Birrueta included in the packet a memorandum overview with the notes to the financials and schedule C4 for discussion or questions.
f) Admin. Ranger sent a stop work order for a code enforcement violation. 
g) Dog issue was discussed. The Town has a dog leashed and license ordinance that needs to be followed. The Town doesn’t exclude a particular breed, but any dog that shows aggression is given a warning and the second time the dog is to be removed by the Town’s animal patrol. 

General maintenance is being done, a sweeper was rented and they are working on the water telemetry system. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. Clerk Birrueta provided the treasurer report for April 2015. Second payment check No. 17197 was included. This check was issued in June 2014. The check never cleared so a stop payment was placed. Ultimately the check was voided which placed the funds back into the financials. May 2015 second payment includes payment to the Fire District and Library. Washington State Auditor’s Office changed the revenue BARS numbers for Water/Sewer Utility tax. That is now to be receipted in the Current Expense fund instead of the water/sewer fund. 
Depot Advisory Committee: Gail Welch and Mary Rennie presented to Mayor and Council proposed dates for movie nights in Naches. First movie night is proposed to be June 20th and the second movie night is proposed to be July 18th. The Committee is hoping to partner with the Naches teen center to bolster the attendance and also advertise before school is out. The Committee has yet to communicate with the Teen center coordinator. If a partnership cannot be agreed upon, the Committee is still requesting these dates. The Committee is planning to rent the outdoor summer cinema from Yakima Parks and Recreation and the equipment is available for those nights. The Committee was also examining the purchase of a popcorn machine. Councilwoman Hawver offered a popcorn machine that a resident owns and would donate the use of, which is in good condition. Mrs. Rennie also spoke about having the apple bin races during Sportsman’s Days and challenge the warehouses and the community. The Committee is also thinking about having a historical display at the Depot. Mrs. Rennie also spoke about having an End of the Road BBQ cook off and have local breweries participate. The cook off could be late Summer early Fall. 
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:59 p.m.
