	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase III) The bid was awarded to Granite Construction Co. and construction is to start by the end of June 2015.  Naches School District is the requestor and is coordinating with WSDOT, Yakima County, HLA and the Town. 
Six Year Transportation Improvement Program: The 2016-2021 list was provided in the packet for review. It’s a requirement from the Washington State Department of Transportation to have a Public Hearing for planning on the Six-Year TIP. It’s the only way to seek funding when available. 

a) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: The Department of Ecology is waiting on the Washington State Legislature to enact a state budget to appropriate funds to state agencies for the upcoming biennium. 
b) Urban Growth Management: The Yakima County Conference of Governments has the technical capabilities and specialized knowledge to aid the Town in updating its municipal code and complying with requirements of the Growth Management Act. An agreement for review is included in the packet. The process takes 2 years. 

c) Treatment Plant Upgrades- Discussed with Allan Bros, Inc. No other updates at this time.
d) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040:

f) Depot Advisory Committee: Proposed outdoor movie date changed to June 27th, to coordinate with the YMCA swim meet. 
g) Stop work order code enforcement update: Staff met with Yakima County Code enforcement and fire code enforcement officer. Staff is waiting on Department of Health inspection results. 
h) Washington State Auditors: Clerk Birrueta, the Town is due for a Single Audit due to receiving over half of a million dollars in Federal funds. The Washington State Auditors are schedule to be on site on June 22. The cost estimate of the audit, including accountability, is $16,000.00. 
General maintenance is being done, and public works employees are helping on the Bandstand project. They attended the required training to operate the lift. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. Clerk Birrueta provided the treasurer report for May 2015. 
Councilwoman Hawver, announced the opening of the Naches pool and how successful the swim team is this year.
