	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase III) Granite is working on the construction, and paving will occur the week of September 21st 2015. The project is to be complete by early October.  
a) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: Staff has submitted for reimbursement, and a voucher is included in the agenda for payment approval upon the delivery of the truck. Delivery is expected in early October. The reimbursement is about $185,000.00 and the Town’s portion is around $32,000.00.
b) Urban Growth Management: Staff and YVCOG have started the process of the GMA update the first meeting with the Town of Naches Planning Commission was September 8th and minutes are included in the Council packet. YVCOG sent an amendment to the original contract as they failed to add the charge for GIS mapping.
c) TIB application for Shafer Avenue: Staff submitted the TIB application for funding on resurfacing Shafer Avenue from Marvin to US Highway 12.
d) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040: Nothing new. Staff is still involved with the Yakima County in the Wide Planning Update and will keep Council informed of any changes.  
e) Urban Growth- Yakima County population projection: Admin. Ranger met with the County last week and staff is working on what the Town would like to include, which will mostly be to clean up some areas of the document.
f) Depot Advisory Committee: Two applications were included in the packet and one more was brought in and is on the table for consideration tonight. 
g) Washington State Auditors Clerk Birrueta: the Town had the exit conference, the report was published, and it was forwarded to every Councilmember to their County email address. The Teamsters did a payroll audit today, September 14, 2015, which covered 2011 through current 2015. The Town will receive a letter in the next 2-3 weeks with their findings. In the Auditor’s report there were no major errors found.  
h) Painting the Gazebo: Final check was issued to Brunner Painting for repainting the band stand.

i) The 2016 Preliminary Budget draft is complete: Staff is within $30,000.00 of balancing the budget in the first round. As always, staff is conservative in the revenues and high on expenditures. The only capital project in the budget is repainting the Depot building. Staff offered retreats for the 2016 budget. Councilman Weekes expressed interest on a one on one budget review. Councilwoman Hawver also express interest on attending. 
j) 2015 Budget amendment: Clerk Birrueta, explained the amendment on the Current Expense Fund, Streets Funds and Water/Sewer Fund. The appropriations are to comply with the Washington State Auditor’s requirement of appropriating expenses.  

k) Mayor Options: Attorney Watkins, outlined the procedure for the Council to appoint a Mayor now that Mayor Carney has resigned. There is no requirement other than the underline requirements of being a resident of the Town of Naches. It doesn’t have to be Councilmember. Mayor Pro Tem Williams will serve in the meantime. Councilwoman Hawver asked how to make the addition to the agenda. Attorney Watkins responded that once the actual meeting is open there is a place on the agenda to make additions by a motion of a Councilmember. 
General maintenance is being done, including street seal cracking. Yakima County did the center line striping. Public Works worked on restriping before school started and installed a new motor for the oxidation ditch. Public Works also replaced the meter on Well No. 1 for a better read on water consumption. Public Works will start Fall cleanup. 
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and review the list for July and August since there was no quorum for the month of August. Clerk Birrueta stated that, petty cash and a credit card was stolen during the break, and that the credit cards have been canceled. The Town Hall was broken into August 12, 2015.
