October 8, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Mayor Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  

ADDITIONS TO AGENDA

Councilwoman Schab made a motion to approve the addition of Mr. Ralph Blakely and Mr. Nathan Kwak of Graffiti Gone to propose graffiti removal and prevention to new business item “a” if they arrived in time for the presentation, Councilwoman Anderson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  
APPROVE AGENDA

Councilman Carney moved, seconded by Councilman Harris to approve the Agenda as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA

Councilwoman Anderson moved, seconded by Councilman Carney to approve the Consent Agenda as presented:

a. Approve minutes of 9/10/07 Council Study Session.

b. Approve minutes of 9/10/07 Regular Council Meeting.

c. Approve Claim Warrants #11040 through #11072 in the total amount of $119,628.92 dated through October 8, 2007.

d. Approve Payroll Warrants #4024 through #4041 and void payroll warrants 4042-4044 in the total amount of $24,871.05, dated through September 30, 2007.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS

Planning Commissioner Kit Hawver informed Council that the County has held a Public Hearing in regards to our Urban Growth Boundaries we are in hopes to adjust our current boundaries to include the Layman Lumber Property.  The Planning Commission is in the process of adjusting flood maps and may have to make some possible appeals.  Yakima Valley Orchards is looking at expanding their H2A Housing.  The project was not complete this year, but they are anticipating a stronger need for more housing next year so they would like to get a jump start on the project now.    

PUBLIC HEARING (S)

Councilwoman Schab made a motion to set the public hearing for the 2008 Budget for Tuesday, November 13, 2007 at 7:00 PM and Monday, December 10, 2007 at 7:00 PM, the motion was seconded by Councilman Harris.  Motion carried unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that construction on the project is on time.  There have been three change orders, the first being a sheathing problem on the roof, the second being a problem with eve supports, and the third was some dry rot that had been found on the North East side of the building.  Adm. Ranger is also working with Mr. Ed Berry of WSDOT to get some signage up on the highway for the Depot.  We are in hopes that it should be done by the time the project is complete.    

NEW BUSINESS

Appoint Mayor Pro-Tem

Councilman Harris made a motion to elect Councilwoman Schab as the Mayor Pro-Tem for the next six months, with a second from Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.

Liquor License Renewal for Mt. Cleman Chevron/Slims Market

The Council members discussed the Liquor License Renewal for Mt. Cleman Chevron and Slims Market and did not object to this renewal.
Change Order #1 in the amount of $4,227.52

Council discussed the details of change order #1 and will take action in the resolutions section of the agenda.

Change Order #2 in the amount of $2,507.60

Council discussed the details of change order #2 and will take action in the resolutions section of the agenda.

Change Order #3 in the amount of $2,558.31

Council discussed the details of change order #3 and will take action in the resolutions section of the agenda.

Yakima County Interlocal Agreement

Councilwoman Anderson made a motion to accept the Interlocal Agreement with Yakima County Technology Services for Internet Service, and Councilwoman Schab seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Yakima Valley Conference of Governments 2008 Preliminary Budget

Clerk Gomez discussed some of the changes in the population assessments and the MPO/RTPO assessments of the YVCOG Budget.  Councilman Harris made a motion to approve the YVCOG Budget, with a second from Councilwoman Anderson.  Motion carried unanimously.  
RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Resolution 2007-8
Councilman Harris moved to approve Resolution 2007-8 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #1 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $4,227.52, Councilwoman Anderson seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2007-9

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2007-9 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #2 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $2,507.60, Councilman Carney seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2007-10

Councilman Carney moved to approve Resolution 2007-10 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #3 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $2,558.31, Councilman Harris seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Ms. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third asked Council if the Change Orders were additional money on top of what had already been budgeted for in this project.  Adm. Ranger informed her that yes, it was additional money and that current expense had a reserve that would be paying for these additional expenses.  Adm. Ranger also reminded Ms. Kime that with restoration projects such as this, you are bound to run into some unforeseen circumstances needing attention and sometimes extra money spent.

Ms. Michelle Carrell of 306 Tieton asked what Change Order #2 was for?  Adm. Ranger informed Ms. Carrell it was to provide reinforcement for straightening the ceiling and soffit in the depot ticket office and reinforcement of the four foot eave on the South side of the Depot Building.  Adm. Ranger also let audience members know that Change Order #3 was to remove some dry rot found on the North side of the building.

Ms. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third asked why we were electing a new Mayor for the next six months if the position was up for election in November.  Clerk Gomez reminded Ms. Kime this was for the Mayor Pro-Tem position and not the Mayor position.

Mayor Wolfe informed the Audience that Council would adjourn for Executive Session for approximately 15 minutes.  Council adjourned at 7:28 PM.
Mayor Wolfe reconvened from the Executive Session at 7:33 PM.
