Planning Commission Chairman, Kit Hawver reported to Council that the Planning Commission met on Monday, February 5, 2007.  Commissioners have completed about half of the review of changes and recommendations for the review of the Zoning Ordinance.  A rough draft will hopefully be presented to Council in March.
Mayor Wolfe inquired to Lt. Winters, from Yakima County Sheriff’s Office into the costs associated with the Interlocal Jail contract with Yakima County.

Lt. Winter informed the Council that he had inquired and would bring further information back to the Mayor as soon as possible.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that all construction documents are complete and have been reviewed by Washington State Department of Transportation.  The Town of Naches is still waiting for the Heritage Funds to be appropriated to be able to go out for bid.

Adm. Ranger informed Council he has not had any time to work on the information needed to begin the Yakindo Web Designs.
NEW BUSINESS
Fireworks

Administrator Ranger reported to the Council that new Councilman Carney has been interested in providing information to the Council to promote a firework display proposal for a Naches Independence Day celebration to be held at Cleman’s View Park.  

Rick Vaughn, from Entertainment Fireworks, Inc. made an informational and display proposal to the Town Council.

After discussion the Council supported the concept and would look into being a supporter/sponsor with other local business and Cleman’s View Park.

Allan Road Comp Master Plan

Administrator Ranger informed the Council that he has been in dialogue with WSDOT, Yakima County and YVCOG on implementing a study for traffic ingress and egress for Allan Road and U.S. Highway 12.  This plan would include utility engineering for 58 acres of General Business zoned property in the recent annexation.  Administrator Ranger asked Council if they would be interested in applying for a SIED grant for the utility portion.  The administrator would have a formal proposal for the March Council meeting.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mrs. Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St informed Council that the recent Naches Park M&O  Levy passed by 78%.  For information purposes she showed a chart that showed the Naches Bond that showed taxes collected and the bond life has another 17 years.
