APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved, seconded by Councilman Carney to approve the Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Adm. Ranger announced that the ribbon cutting for the new Oak Creek Ace Hardware’s Grand Opening is Friday, April 20, 2007 at 11:00 AM.  Council and Community members are encouraged to attend.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that he is still waiting on a signature from the Federal Government in order to send the Depot and Trail Project out to bid.  Adm. Ranger is hoping to accept bids at the May Council Meeting.  
Lions Lease Agreement
Attorney Watkins informed Council that she had drawn up a proposal to pay the Naches Lions Club a total of $6,000 and an additional lump sum payment of $4,000 if property was purchased for The Naches Lions Club storage facility.  The purchase had to take place by December 31, 2008 in order for the additional lump sum payment to be paid to the Lions Club.  

Mr. Frank Wasillias, President of the Naches Lions Club informed Council that there were some hard feelings and great misunderstandings between past administration, current administration and the Lions Club of Naches.  The most upsetting is a building that was promised to the Lions Club of equal square footage.  The Lions Club is willing to sign the agreement tonight.   
Naches Comp Plan Review

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Goals and Policies of the Comp Plan have been changed, and the Zoning has been updated to comply with the growth management act.  The documents have been forwarded onto CTED, where they will review and make comments or suggestions for the Planning Commission to take into consideration.  Council should have a final draft sometime this summer.  
Proposed Fireworks Show at Cleman’s View Park

Mr. Dave Demarias of Cleman’s View Park addressed the Council.  The fireworks display plan is in place and now it is just a matter of implementing the plan.  Crowd Control and fencing will not be a problem, and will be addressed by both parties.    

NEW BUSINESS
Election of Mayor Pro-tem 
A motion was made by Councilman Carney and seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd to retain Councilman Chuck Harris as the Mayor pro-tem for the next six months.  The motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES
A motion to accept Resolution 2007-1 adopting the 2007 Comprehensive Emergency Management Program as the Official Emergency response plan for the Town of Naches was made by Councilwoman Anderson and seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion passed unanimously.

A motion to accept Resolution 2007-2 accepting the Mayor to enter into a storage facility agreement with the Naches Lions Club was made by Councilman Harris and seconded by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Councilman Carney abstained from voting due to the fact that he is a Lions Club Member.  The motion passed unanimously.

A motion to accept Ordinance 630 amending the Irrigation Ordinance to include additional costs for the electrical charges in the new Naches Meadows II development was made by Councilman Carney and seconded by Councilman Harris.  The motion passed unanimously. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Rachel Toni with the Naches Lions Club asked Council members if it would be possible for their club to sell fireworks from July 1, 2007-July 4, 2007.  Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to approve the sale of fireworks for the Naches Lions Club from July 1, 2007-July 4, 2007 with a second from Councilwoman Anderson.  The motion passed unanimously.    

Ms. Julie Birge of 10220 Old Naches Highway Apt. A informed Council that she would like curbs that no parking is allowed be painted so this is know by the public.  There is also a turn lane problem at the light on Naches and Highway 12.  Adm. Ranger informed Ms. Birge she would need to contact the Department of Transportation for that matter.
