Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.

Staff Report

Planning Land Use

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Planning Commission members were just about halfway through reviewing all the changes for the zoning code.  Planner Hordan and the Planning Commission should complete the review in March. The draft should be presented to the Town Council at their next regularly scheduled meeting in March.  
Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger reported to the Town Council that all construction documents have been approved and reviewed by Washington State Department of Transportation.  The Federal Funding for the Heritage Program should be available this spring and the advertising for bid will occur at that time.
Annexation
Adm. Ranger reported that the Cleman’s and Haun annexation ordinance are included in tonight’s council meeting.  Ranger reported that if they were approved that they would be recorded sometime later this week.  
Adm. Ranger also informed the Council that he was looking into applying for some grant money and other agencies to perform traffic and utility engineering study for the Allan Road and U.S. 12 intersection.  This would allow for the possible development of 58 acres north of U.S. 12 for business.

NPDES Permit

Administrator Ranger presented Council with a response letter to the Department of Ecology on its draft permit and facts sheet review.    The Council was informed that this process is done every five years.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Dept of Ecology has used bad data for the permit review.  The administrator responded that the Town of Naches has had to have the Town’s engineer spend about $3,500 in review fees.  Administrator Ranger and Mr. Ted Pooler from HLA have requested a meeting with Rick Frye with the Department of Ecology on this subject.

Jail Contract
Adm. Ranger asked if Mayor Wolfe had looked into some possible costs associated with the Yakima County Jail Interlocal Agreement.  Mayor Wolfe, Attorney Watkins and Adm. Ranger and the Council discussed looking into the matter further and figuring out what the financial costs would be to the Town.
Web Site Design
Adm. Ranger informed Council that he had not been able to spend any time this month on the website development.
Public Works
Adm. Ranger reported that the Public Works crew had received their flagging certificates, Public Works Davis and Campbell had been attending classes, and radio read water meters were being installed.  Greentree would be here today through Wednesday training Clerk Gomez and Public Works on the new software.
